UNDER SECTION 7 OF THE WAGES COUNCILS ORDINANCE, IN 
ACCORDANCE WITH PARAGRAPH 1 OF ARTICLE 22 OF THE 
CONSTITUTION OF BRITISH GUIANA, AND BY VIRTUE AND 
IN EXERCISE OF ALL POWERS ENABLING HIM IN THAT BE­
HALF, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED BY THE GOVERNOR AS FOL­
LOWS:-

1. This order may be cited as the Wa_ges Council (Timber Grant) ( Amend­
ment) Order, 1964, and shall be read and construed with the Wages Council 
(Timber Grant) Order, 1958*, hereinafter referred to as the Principal Order. 

2. Paragraph 2 of the schedule to the Principal Order is hereby deleted
and the following paragraph substituted therefor -

--L. 1-'or tbe purposes of this schedule -

(a) "timber grant" means any portion of land whether Crown,
Colony or private from which timber, charcoal or firewood is
extracted;

(b) "timber" includes a tree, or any ligneous part of a tree, whether
standing, fallen or felled, and all wood, whether or not sawn,
split, hewn or otherwise cut up or fashioned".
