UNDER SECTION 40 OF THE INTERPRETATION ORDINANCE, IN AC­
CORDANCE WITH ARTICLE 22 OF THE CONSTITUTION OF 
BRITISH GUIANA AND BY VIRTUE AND IN EXERCISE OF ALL 
OTHER POWERS ENABLING HIM JN THAT BEHALF, IT IS HERE­
BY ORDERED BY THE GOVERNOR AS FOLLOWS:-
1. This Order may be cited as the Delegation of Powers (No. 3) Order,

1964. 

2. The Minister for the time being charged with responsibility for the Postal
Services is hereby deputed to exercise on behalf of the Governor the powers 
specified in the first column of the schedule to this Order and conferred on the 
Governor by the provisions of the Post and Telegraph Ordinance specified in the 
second column of the said schedule, subject however, to the following conditions 
and qualifications - .,_. 

(a) that the delegation of each power effected by this Order shall re-
main in force until it is varied or revoked by the Governor;

(b) that the exercise of any power delegated by this Order shall be
subject to any direction, either general or particular, which the
Governor may from time to time give in that respect.

SCHEDULE 

Power Delegated 

1. To approve of the Director of Posts and Telecommunica­
tions establishing post offices in any places in the Colony
where the public convenience requires them.

2. To approve the f.orm of licences to use postal franking
machines in the Colony and the fees to be paid in respect
thereof.

3. To consent to the Director of Posts and Telecommunica­
tions authorising any particular person to send, convey
and deliver letters or other postal packets otherwise than
by post and to collect, otherwise than by an officer of the
Post Office, any letters or postal packets whether to be
sent by post or otherwise.

4. To approve of the Director of Posts and Telecommuni­
cations allowing to masters of ve�sels or persons in charge
of aircraft ii1 respect of postal packets or any description
thereof conveyed by them on behalf of the Post Office
and also to pilots, crew, and others in respect of postal
packets or any description thereof brought by them to
any post office from any v.::ssels or aircraft, the gratuities
under the regulations and restrictions from time to time
determined. Section 41. 

5. To approve plans of intended works to be carried ont by
the Director of Posts and Telecommunications for the
purpose of enabling him to establish and maintain tele­

. graphic communication between the different parts of the 
Colony. Section 43. 

6. To consider any objection reported by the Director ot
Posts and Telecommunications and to exercise the powers
conferred by section 54 on the Governor in connection
with the objection.

7. To refer to arbitration any matter. which by the .Post and
Telegraph Ordinance the Governor is authorised or

directed to determine. Section 57: 

8. To establish, maintain and work telegraphs between the
Colony and places outside the Colony and to grant a
licence on the conditions and in consideration of the pay­
ments the Governor thinks fit, to any person, company or
body corporate, to establish, maintain or work a telegraph
between the Colony and any place or places outside the
Colony. Section 61(2). 

9. To grant a licence to any person who establishes any wire­
less telegraph station, or instals or works any apparatus
for wireless telegraphy in any place, or on board any
British ship registered in the Colony. Section 63 (1). 

10. · To exempt any ships or classes of ships from the obliga-
tions imposed by section 64. Section 64(2). 

11. To direct the manner in which a notice given by a wire­
less telegraphy inspector in pursuance of subsection (7)
of section 64 shall be communicated to the chief officer
of customs of any port at which a ship seeks to obtain a
clearance or transire. Section 64 ( 8).
