“11.r)  Motor cars and light commercinl vehicles, includ- Gevty
ing mini-buses, vans, vanettes, pick-up  trucks, Yobieles
fand rovers and similar class of vehicles imported

by —

(i) a Guyanese returning home to take up perm-
anent residence Oncluding o Guyanese  stu-
dent or a Guyanesa on sccondment overseas)
or a non-Guyanese arriving to scttle in
Guyana, subject to paragraph (b); and
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(i) @ person importing or receiving such a
vehicle as gift from overscas, subject 1o
¢ paragraph (o).

(b) A person mentioned in paragraph (a) (i) shall be
permitted to import a vehicle meationed in para-
praph (a) of any engine capacity subject to the
following conditions

(1) il it is a used vehiclo, it shall not be more
than five ycars old;

(i) the importer shall not scll, dispose of, or
transfer the vehicle within three years from
the date ol importation.

(¢) A person mentioned in paragraph (a) (i) import-
ing or receiving a vchicle mentioned in paragraph
() as a gilt from overseas is permitted 1o import
it subject to the following conditions —

(1) il it s a used vehicle other than a used
motor car mentioned in subparagraph (ii), it
shall not be more than live years old;

(i) in the case of nmotor car, the engine capn-
city shall not exceed 2000 c.c., il it uscs
gasolene. or 2500 c.c., if it uscs dicsel, but
where the engine capacity exceeds 2000 c.c..
if it uses gasolene, or 2500 c.c., if it uses
diesel, and the motor car is a uscd motor
car, it must have been in the donor’s posscs-
sion for not less than onc ycar and shall not
be more than three years old.

(it)  the importer shall not scll, dispose of, or
transfer the vehicle within three years from
the date of importation.

(d) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding
paragraphs the Minister may, il he considers the
importation by any person mentioned in paragraph
() of any vehicle or any class of vehicle men-
tioned in this Hem to be in the public interest,
authorise the importation thereol upon such terms

-and conditions as he may impose.”.
