THE BRITISH GUIANA (CONSTITUTION) ORDER IN COUNCIL, 19G3. 
UNDER SECTION 4 OF THE BRITISH GUIANA (CONSTITUTION) 

ORDER IN COUNCIL, 1953, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED AS 
FOLLOWS:-

1. This Order may .be cited as the Widows and Orphans Pensions
(Amendment) Order, 1953, and shall be construed and read as one with 
the Widows and Orphans Pensions Ordinance':', hereinafter referred to as 
the Principal Ordinance and any Ordinance amending the same and with 
the New Widows and Orphans Fund (Directors Election) Regulations, 
1926, hereinafter referred to as the Regulations made under the Prin­
cipal Order. 

2. Wherever the words "Financial Secretary" appear in the Principal
Ordinance there shall be substituted therefor the word "Treasurer." 

3. Notwithstanding anything contained in the Regulations the elec­
tion of directors during the year 1953 shall take place not later than the 
31st day of August, 1953, and no election of directors shall be required 
to be held before that date in pursuance of the Regulations. 

This Order shall take effect as from the 11th day of April, 1953.
