Mouth Disease) Order, 1954.

2. Owing to the presence therein of cases of Foot and Mouth Disease
the area described in thie Schedule hereto is hereby declaied to be, for the
purposes of the abovementioned Ordinance, an area infected with Foot and
Mouth Disease )

3. This Order shall come into operation on publication in the Gazette

SCHEDULE.

That area bounded as follows —

On the north and west by the beundary between the Colony
and Venezuela;

On the east by parallel of longitude 60" W as far north as the
8th parallel of latitude West, thence in an easterly direction
on the 8th parallel of latitude West as far as the Waini Rive
thence down the Waini River to its mouth;

On the south, by the boundary between the Colony and Brazil
