UNDER SECTIONS 45 AND 65 OF THE EMERGENCY ORDER PRE­
PARED IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 5 OF THE BRITISH 
GUIANA (EMERGENCY) ORDER IN COUNCIL, 1953, IT IS HERE­
BY ORDERED BY THE GOVERNOR AS FOLLOWS: -

1. This order may be cited as the Explosive Substances (Amend­
,ment) Order, 1954, and shall be construed and read as one with the Ex­
plosive Substances Order, 1954'\ hereinafter referred to as the Principal 
Order. 

2. Section 2 of the Principal Order is hereby amended by the substi­
tution for the definition of the expression "explosive" of the following 
new definition -

"explosive" means gunpowder, nitroglycerine, dynamite, gun 
cotton, blasting powder, fulminate of mercury or of other metal and 
every other substance whether similar to those above mentioned or 
not, used or manufactured with a view to producing a practical 
effect by explosion or a pyro-technic effect; and includes fuses, 

detonators and any adaptation or preparation of an explosive as 
herein defined."
