UNDER SECTION 62 OF THE FRIENDLY SOCIETIES ORDINANCE,
AS INSERTED BY THE FRIENDLY SOCIETIES (AMENDMENT)
ORDINANCE, 1954, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED BY THE
GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL AS FOLLOWS :—

The undermentioned contributions shall be made to the Friendly Societies Audit
Fund constituted under Section 62 of the Friendly Societies (Amendment) Ordinance,
1954, in accordance with the provisions of the subsection (1) of the said section.

1. For auditing the accounts of societies (except benevolent societies, working
men’s clubs and specially authorised societies) registered under the Friendly Societies
Ordinance, the scale of payment shall be:

(a)  When a society consists of fifty (50) members or less .. .. $6.00

(b) When a society consists of more than fifty (50) and not more
than two hundred (200) members for the first fifty members 6.00
for each additional twenty-five (25) or palt of twenty-five (25)
members .. .. 2.00

(c) When a society consnsts of m01ethan two hundled membus and
not more than one thousand (1,000) members, {or the first two

.hundred members s 18.00
for each additional fifty (50) or palt ofhfly (50) members i 2.00
(d) When a society consists of more than one thousand (1,000)
members, for the first thousand members o . e 50.00
