1. The Drainage and Irrigation Board shall ascertain and determine
whether the area, or any part thereof, described in the schedule hereto
is suitable for and will be benefited by drainage and irrigation or drain-
age or irrigation.

2. The daily newspapers in which this Order is to be published shall
be 'he Daily Chronicle and The Guiana Graphic.

SCHEDULE

That area of land outside the boundaries of ihe Zorg-en-Vlygt to
Aberdeen and Three Friends to Walton Hall Drainage and Irrigation
