ORDER IN COUNCIL 

MADE UNDER 

THE DRAINAGE AND IRRIGATION ORDINANCE, 
(Chapter 192). 

UNDER SECTION 11 (1) OF THE DRAINAGE AND IRRIGA­
TION ORDINANCE, THE FOLLOWING ORDER HAS BEEN 
MADE BY THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL: -

1. The Drainage and Irrigation Board shall ascertain and
determine whether the area, or any part thereof, described in the 
schedule hereto is suitable for and will be benefited by drainage 
and irrigation or drainage or irrigation. 

2. The daily newspapers in which this Order is to be
published shall be "The Daily Argosy" and "The Guiana Graphic." 

3. Order in Council No. 42 of 195� published in the Gazette
of the 1st of October, 1955, is hereby revoked. 

SCHEDULE 
That area in and around Suddie and Adventure Villages, the bound­

aries of which are as follows:-

Commencing at the junction of the common boundary between Plan­
tations Johanna Cecelia and Maria's Lodge and the left bank of the Esse­
quibo River and extending thence in a westerly direction along the afore­
said common boundary between Plantations Johanna Cecelia and Maria's 
Lodge to the eastern edge of the sand reef aback of Plantation Maria's

Lodge, thence in a southerly direction along the eastern edge of the sand 
reef aback of Plantations Maria's Lodge, Belfield and Onderneeming to 
the common boundary between Plantations Onderneeming and Adventure, 
thence in an easterly direction along the aforesaid commo,1 boundary be­
tween Plantations Onderneeming and Adventure to its iunction with the 
prolongation northwards of the common boundary on the west between 
Plantation Adventme and Adventure Village, thence in a southerly 
direction along the aforesaid prolongation northwards of and the common 
boundary on the west between Plantation Adventure and Adventure Vil­
lage to the common boundary on the south between Plantation Adven­
ture and Adventure Village thence in a easterly direction along the afore­
said common boundary on the south between Plantation Adventure and 
Adventure Village to the left bank of the Essequibo River, thence in a 
northerly direction along the left bank of the Essequibo River to the point 
of commencement.
