2. In this Order —

“Georgetown” means the city of Georgetown as defined
in section 4 of the Georgetown Town Council Ordin-

ance, and includes the area within one mile of
boundaries thereof;

“New Amsterdam” means the town of New Amsterdam
as defined in section 6 of the New Amsterdam Town

Council Ordinance;
“normal hours”

means the maximum number of hours

which may normally be worked by a watchman in
accordance with the Hours of Work (Watchmen)

(No. 2) Regulations, 1953;

“watchman” means any person employed to wateh or

guard any premises other than private dwel

ling

places, but includes a person employed otherwise than
by the resident to watch or to guard a private dwell-

ing place provided as a condition of employment.

3. Subject to the provisions of this Order the minimum

rates of wages payable to a watchman shall be as follows: —

4. Any watchman helonging to class (a) or class (c) set out
in article 3 of this Order who in any one week at the request of
his employer works in excess of his normal hours shall be entitled
to be paid for every hour or part of an hour wiorked in excess of
