SCHEDULE 
That area at North Klien PouderoYen on the West Bank of the 

Demerara River in the County of Demerara, the boundaries of which 
are as follows : -

Commencing at the West Bank of the Dernerara 
River at the south eastern corner of the North Klien 
Pouderoyen Drainage and Irrigation Area and ex­
