The Auditor General — salary $52,000
by the addition of the follpwing particulars —

“The Chairman of the Teaching
Service Commission — salary ... $15,000

The Deputy Chairman of the Teaching
Service, Commission — salary $ 9,000

Every appointed member of the
Teaching Service Commission,
other than the Chairman and the
Deputy Chairman, performing
full-time duties with the Com-
mission — salary $9,000

Every other appointed member
of the ' Teaching Service Com-
missfon — salary $6,000.”
