1. This Order may be cited as U1e Customs Duties (Am�nclment No. S)
Order, 1962. 

2. The second proviso to the Trade Classification List and Tariff of Part
l of the first schedule to the Customs Ordinance, as amended from time to time
is liereby fUTther amended by the insertion of the following new items -

(16) Coriander seeds when imported for use
in the manufacture of curry powder
provided that the Comptroller is satis­
fied that they will be used solely for that
purpose.

(17) Unground black pepper when imported
for use in the manufacture of ground
black pepper and curry powder provided
that the Comptroller is satisfied that it
will be used solely for any of the above
purposes .
