UNDER SECTION 5 OF THE TRADE ORDINANCE, 1958, IN ACCORD­

GUIANA AND BY VIRTUE AND IN EXERCISE OF ALL O'IHER 
POWERS ENABLING HIM IN THAT BEHALF, IT IS HEREBY 
ORDERED BY THE GOVERNOR AS FOLLOWS :-

1. This order may be cited as the Trade (Control of Imports and Exports)
Order, 1964, and shall be construed and read as one with the Trade (Control of 
Import and Export) (No. 2) Order, 1963, hereinafter referred to as the Principal 
Order, and any order amending 'the same. 

2. The second schedule to the Principal Order is hereby amended by the
insertion therein of the following item immediately after item 061-02 (as inserted 
by the Trade (Control of Import and Export ) (No. 3) Order, 1963) -

"071-01 Coffee, not roasted (coffee beans)".

This Order which amends the Trade (Control of Import and Export) (No. 2} 
Order, 1963, provides for the control of the export of coffee beans. As from the '· 

coming into operation of this Order coffee beans may not be exported from British 
Guiana except under the authority of a licence granted by the compelent Autnonty.
