UNDER SECTION 3 OF THE AMERINDIAN ORDINANCE, IN ACCORD­
ANCE WITH ARTICLE 22 OF THE CONSTITUTION OF BRITISH 
GUIANA AND BY VIRTUE AND IN EXERCISE OF ALL POWERS 
ENABLING HIM IN THAT BEHALF IT IS HEREBY ORDERED BY 
THE GOVERNOR AS FOLLOWS:-

1. This Order may be cited as the Amerindian Villages Order, 1964.

2. The portions of the Colony described in the schedule to this Order
are hereby declared to be Amerindian Villages. 

3. The Amerindian Villages Order, 1959, is hereby revoked.

SCHEDULE 

KARAUDANAWA AMERINDIAN VILLAGE 

A tract of Crown land situate on the right bank of the Rupununi River 
commencing at the junction of Little Kubanawau River and Rupununi River, 
thence up the right bank Rupununi River about eight miles to a point one 
mile above Katiwau River, thence along the watershed between Katiwau and 
Rupununi Rivers for about seven miles, thence in a general north-easterly 
direction and about 4 miles within the main forests to the source of Maruwau 
River, thence down left bank Maruwau River to a point due south of source 
of Aruwau River, thence by a straight line to source of Aruwau River, thence 
down left bank Aruwau River to the junction of Wapisiana fence and Aruwau 
River, thence south-west along the Wapisiana Fence to its junction with Little 
Kubanawau River and thence down the left bank Kubanawau River to the point 
of commencement and containing an area of approximately 75 sq. miles. 

AISHALTON AMERINDIAN VILLAGE 

A tract of Crown land situate on the right bank Rupununi River com­
mencing at the junction of the Aruwau River and the Wapisiana Fence and 
extending thence upwards along the right bank Aruwau River to its source thence 
along a line southwards to the right bank Maruwau River thence upwards along
