Made Under

THE EMERGENCY POWERS REGULATIONS, 1963.
(No. 7 of 1963).

WHEREAS on the 10th day of May, 1963, the Governor duly ap-
pointed me, the Minister of Works and Hydraulics, to be the Com-
petent Authority for the purposes of all the Emergency Powers Regu-
lations, 1963, in which the expression Competent Authority occurs;

AND WHEREAS 1t appears to me to be necessary for maintaining
supplies essential to the life of the community to regulate the
distribution, sale, use and consumption of certain articles 1in
British Guiana:

NOW THEREFORE, under regulation 31 of the Emergency Powers Reg-
ulations, 1963, 1 do hereby order as follows:-

1. This Order may be cited as the Emergency Powers (Mainte-
nance of Supplies) (Amendment) (No. 3) Order, 1963, and shall be
construed and read with the Emergency Powers (Maintenance of
Supplies) Order, 1963*, hereinafter referred to as the Principal
Order, and any Order amending the same.

2.  The Principal Order 1s hereby amended -

(a) by the insertion immediately after paragraph (6) of
article 6 of the following new paragraph as paragraph

(7) -

"(7)(a) All wholesalers and importers of any
goods specified in the schedule hereto shall
every fourteen days send to the Competent Author-
ity a complete statement of all the aforesaid
goods he has 1n ownership, possession, control or
management wheresoever situated.

(b) All persons who have sold, distributed,
delivered or given any goods specified in the
schedule hereto pursuant to a written authorisa-
tion issued by the Competent Authority under the
provisions of this Order shall every fourteen
days send to the Competent Authority a full and
complete inventory of all the aforesaid author-
1sations 1n his possession together with the
aforesaid authorisations.

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(c) The first statement and inventory re-
quired under the two preceding sub-paragraphs of
this paragraph shall be due on the 8th day of
June, 1963, and shall be sent to the Competent
Authority not later than the 10th day of June,
1963. Subsequent statements and inventories shall
be sent within two days from the day on which
they are due."; :

(b)Y by the deletion of the word "first" in the fifth line
of paragraph (3) of article 5C and in the fifth line
of article 12.

31 Paragraph (b) of article 2 of this Order shall be deemed to
have come into operation on the 22nd day of May, 1963.
