(b) by _the deletion of the words "Ri.ce, gra.i_n in the husk including

polished and broken." and "Rice, grain not i'n 'the, husk" -appearing
respectively against item 042-01 and item 042-02, and the substi­
tution therefor of the wqrds ''Rice, grain in the husk." and "Rice,
grain not in the husk, incl�ding polished and broken." respectively;

(c) by the deletion of the ,vords '.'Beans and peas, dry (excluding gar­
banzos and chick peas)" appearing against item 054-02 and the
substitution therefor of the words' "Blackeye peas."; · ;·

(d) by the insertion in item 412-19 of the words and comma "sesame
oil," b�twcen the expressions "cohune oil," and "sunflower oil".
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3. The second schedule to- the Principal Ord.er is hereby amended by the
insertion the1ci11 of the following items immediately after item 051-07 -

"061-01 Sugar, cane or beet, unrefined."; 
"061-02 Sug�r, cane or beet, refined.".
