ORDERED BY THE GOVERNOR AS FOLLOWS:-

1. This Order may be cited as the Amerindirun Village (Variation of
Boundaries) Order, )963. 1 C 

2. The boundaries of the Annai Amerindian Village as specified in the
schedule to the "Amerindian Village Order, 1960*, are hereby varied as set out 
in the schedule to this Order. 

SCHEDULE 

Annai Amerindian Villa.�e. c 

A tract of Crown land situate on the left bank Rupununi lliver com,mencing 
from a point 2000 feet below the mouth of Pamboura Creek, and extending 
thence due north about 4 miles, thence due east about 2 miles to the south-west 
corner of Annai Airstrip, thence due north about 8 miles to the right bank 
Taramu Creek, -thence in a south-easterly direction about 7½ miles to the head­
waters of the Mauri Creek, thence down along the right bank of the Mauri Creek 
to its mouth, thence up along the left bank of the Rupununi River to the starting 
point, containing an area of approximately 71 square miles.
