IN EXERCISE OF THE POWERS CONFERRED UPON ME BY SECTION 
9A OF THE LABOUR ACT, l HEREBY MAKE Tiffi FOLLOWING 
ORDER:-

I. This Order may be cited as the Minimum Wages 
(Mechanical Transport Employees) Order 1996, ami shall be deemed 
to have come into operation on 1st March, 1996. 

2. In this Order -

(a) "oonduc.tor" means any person employed to carry 
out the duties of a conduator of a motor bus 
and who is the bold~:r of a conductor's licence 
granted in accordance with regulations 31 and 
32 of lthe Motor Vehicles and Road Traffic 
Regulations*; 

(b) "employee" means any person employed to drive a 
mechanical transport as defined in the Hours

of Work (Mechanical Transport' Employees) 
Regulations':"~ or any conductor; 

(c) "normal hours" means \the number of hours which 
may normally be worked by an employee in 
accordance with the Hours of Work (Mechan­
ical Transport Employees) Regulations**. 

3. {1) The minirnum rate of wages payable to :m emplcyee in 
any of t!he categories of work se;t out in the first column 
of the Schedule shall be the appropriate rate set out in 
the second column of that Schedule. 

(2) Where at the commencement of tllis Order any em­
ployee is in receipt of a rate of wages higher than thait 
prescribed in the Order, the employer shall nevertheless 
continue itO pay such employee wages at the !higher rate. 

(3) The minimum rate of wages payable to an employee for 
any shorter period of time than that set out in the 
Schedule shall be the minimum rate of wages set out 
in the Schedule. 

4. (I) An employee who at the requeSit of his employer works 
in excess of the normal hours, shall be paid for every 
hour or part !thereof so worked at one and one-half 
tirnP:s the rate at which he would be paid uneer this 
Order. 

(2) An employee who at the commencement of this Order 
is in receipt of a wage at a ralte higher than that pres­
cribed in this Order, and who at the request of-his em­
Ployer works in excess of normal hours, shall be paid 
for every hour or part thereof so worked a:t one and 
one-half times such 1higher rate. 

5. The Minimum Wages (Hire Car and Motor Bus Em-
ployees) Order*>:' is hereby revoked.
