THE EDUCATION ACT 

(Cap. 39:01) 

IN EXERCISE OF THE POWERS CONFERRED UPON ME BY SEC­
TION 34B (10) OF THE EDUCATION ACT, I HEREBY MAKE THE 
FOLLOWING ORDER:-

1. This Order may be cited as the Education (Extension of 
Application of Section 34B of the Act) (Berbice Educational 
Institute) Order 1 996. 

? Subject to clause 3, the provisions of section 34B of the 
Act are hereby extended to the Berbice Educational Institute, 
Town Savannah, New Amsterdam, Berbice, Guyana . 

3. For the purpose of this Order, section 34B of the Act 
shaH have effect as if -

(a) For subsection (1), the following subsection were 
substituted -

"(1) On the date on which the Education (Ex­
tension of Application of Section 34B of the Act) 
(Berbice Educational Institute) Order 1996 
comes into operation (hereinafter in this section 
referred to as "the appointed date") the school 
known as tlhe Berbice Educational Institute shall 
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thereupon be deemed to be a government second­
ary school:"; 

(b) in the opening part of subsection (2), for the words 
"an aided school", the words "the Berbice Educa­
tional Institute" were substituted; 

(c) subsections tC}) and (9) were deleted;

in subsection (6), for the words "Every governing 
body or manager of an aided school", the words 
"the governing body or manager of the Berbice 
Educational Institute" were substituted; 

in subsection (7), for the word ' 'every" the word 
"the" were substituted and for the words "aided 
schools and vested in the State under subsection (2) 
(c)", the words "Berbice Educational Institute 
vested in rhe State under subsection (2) (b) (iii)' ', 
were substituted; 

in subsection (8), for the words "aided schools and 
tthe governing bodies and managers", the words 
"the Berbice Educational Institute and the govern­
ing body :and manager" were substituted; 

for the words "government school", wherever they 
!!ppear, there were substituted the words "govern­
ment secondary school".
