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(b) The t ransfer to and from the Public Trustee of any 
property; 

( c) The accounts to be kept and an audit thereof; 
( cl) The establishment and regulation of any branch office; 
( e) E xcluding any, trusts or administrations from the operation 

of this ordinance, or any part thereof; 
(f) The form and manner in which notices under this Ordinance 

shall be given; and 
(g) The fees, whether by way· of percentage or otherwise, to be 

ch arged in respect of the duties of t he Public Trustee. 

13. In this Ordinance, unless the context otherwise requires : -
" Estate " includes every description of movable and immov­

able- property, goods, chattels, money, securities for money, 
and all writings relating to or evidencing any right or t itle 
to any property and all rights of action and claims. 

" Trust " includes every case where any person acts as executor, 
gu ardian, curator, administrator , receiver, or sequestrator and 
every case where any person is appointed by the Court or uuder 
t he provisions of any Ordinance to- administer the property 
of anothe1· person for his benefit. 

" Private executor or administrator " means au executor o,i· 
administrator other than the Public Trustee. 

" Private guardian and curator " means a guardian and curator 
other than the Public Trustee. 

" Will " has the same meaning as in t he Wills Ordinance, 
1906. (1

) 

" Court" means the Supreme Court or any Judge thereof. 

" Prescribed " means prescribed for the time being by Rules 
under this Ordinance. 

14. This Ordinance may be cited as the P ublic Tmstee Ordi­

ORDINANCE No. 9 OF 1912. 

AN ORDINANCE to amend the Public Trustee Ordinance, 
1910. 

[ 30th March, 1912. J 

W HEREAS by a Resolut ion passed on the :firs t day of March, 
1911, t he Combined Court approved of the general revenue 
of the Colony being liable to make good all sums required 

to disch arge any liability which t he Public Trustee, if he were a 
private trustee, executor, or administrator, would be personally 
liable to discharge, except where the liability is one to which neither 
the Public T rustee nor any of his officers has in any way contri­
buted, a nd which neither he nor any of his officers could by the 
exercise of reasonable diligence have averted ;

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Be it therefore enacted by the Governor of British Guiana, with 
the advice and consent of the Court of Policy thereof, as follows,:-

1.- (1) The general revenue of the Colony shall be liable t o make 
good all sums required to discharge any liability which the Public 
Trustee, if he were a private trustee, ex-ecutor o-r administrator, 
would be personally liable to discharge, except where the liability 
is one to which neither the Public Trustee nor any of his officers 
has in any way contributed, and which neither he nor any of his 
officers could by the exercise of reasonable diligence have averted, 
and in that case the Public Trustee shall not, nor shall the general 
revenue of the Colony, be subject to a.ny liability . 

(2) All sums payable in pursuance of this section shall be 
charged on and paid out of the general revenue of the Colony. 

2. This Ordinance may be cited as the Public Trustee Ordi­
nance, 1910, Amendment Ordinance, 1912, and shall be construed 
as one with the Public Trustee Ordinance, 1910. 

ORDINANCE No. 16 OF 1918. 

AN ORDINANCE to provide for the bankingi of moneys 
received bv the Official Receiver and Public 
Trustee, th·e disposal of unclaimed moneys in his 
hands and in the hands of the Colonial Treasurer 
and otherwise to regulate the duties of the Official 
Receiver and Public Trustee. 

[18th May, 1918.J 

BE it enacted by Lbe Governor of British Guiana, with the-advic;e 
and consent of the, Court of Policy thereof, as follows : -

1. This Ordinance may be cited as the Public Trustee Ordi­
nance, 1910, Amendment Ordinance,, 1918, and shall be construed 
as one with the- Public Trustee Ordinance, 1910, and with any 
amending Ordinance. 

2. The Public Trustee shall immediately on the coming into 
force of this Ordinance, prepare and publish in the Official Gazette 
and in one other newspaper circulating in t his Colony a list of 
all moneys in his possession or under his control which have been 
uudaimed for five years and upwards, and shall call on all persons 
who may desire to claim any such mone,ys to establish their claim 
thereto within the time hereinafter specified . Such notice shall be 
published at least thr ee times with an interval of not less than one 

· month between -each publication. If no claim to such moneys is 
made and established as hereinafter r equired, such mon eys shall be 
paid over to the Colonial Treasur er. 
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3. If the amount claimed does not exceed fifty dollars, the claim Time within
