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payment, any such penalty may be recovered in the manner pro­
vided for by the Summar y Conviction Offences (Procedure) 
Ordinance, 1893 (1). 

12. vVhere several t rades and businesses are carried on in the 
same shop and any of those t rades or businesses are of the class 
comprised in section ten her eof the provisions of this Ordinance 
shall not apply to anything clone solely for the purpose of' those 
trades or businesses .

BE it enacted by the Governor of British Guiana, with the advice 
and consent of the Court of .l:'olicy U.1ereof, as follows: -

1. This Ordinance may be ciLed as the Shops Ordinance, 1913, 
Amendment Ord inauc;e, 1913, and shall be r ead and const rued as 
one with the Shops Ordinance, 1913, hereinafter referred to as 
the Principal Ordinance. 

2. Section t en of the Principal Ordinanc;e is hereby repealed and 
the following secbou subst itut.ed therefor : -

" 10. The closing hours prescribed in sedions three lo six 
i nclusive shall not apply:-
(1) To shops for the sale of butchers· llleat-, ice, bread, cakes, 

fruit-, vegetables, milk, or non-alcoholic, aer ated or mineral 
water s, or for t he sale of cooked food for consumption on 
the premises; provided t hat subject- to the penalties herein­
af ter pr escribed such shops shall not open earlier l·han 5 a .rn. 
or keep open laLer t-liau 10.30 p.m. 011 Saturdays or 9.30 
p.m. on other days unless with special permission from tlrn 
Inspector Geueral in writing which permission shall not be 
given at- any one tim(} for a luuger period than one week, 
but noth iug in this Ordinanc;e shall preveu l sueh shops from 
selling ice at any hour. 

(2) To retail spir it shops, hotel b~rs and taverns provided 
tha1". such shops and bars, subjed lo I be penal Lies herein ­
after prescribed, shall not open earlier Lhan 6.30 a.rn . or 
keep open laler than 10 .30 p .111. 011 SatLn·days or !J .30 p.m. 
on other days. "
