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to have become and to be payable in t wenty-two -equal annual 
instalments on the 30th day of June, in the year 1895, and each 
of the twenty-one succeeding years . 

(2) The interest payable in respect of ti1e balance of the said 
loan of thirty thousand dollars, commencing 0 11 and. from the 1st 
d ay of J a.nuary, 1897, shall bo at the rate of fonr and one­
f]Harter of one per cent. per anuurn, 

ORDINANCE No. 16 OF 1914. 

AN ORDINANCE to amend the Ordinances relating to the 
Bocn1sirje Water Scheme. 

[17th July, 1914.J 

BE it en adecl by Lhe Governor of British Guiana, with the advice 
. anrl conseut of the Con rt of Policy thereof, as follow~: -

1. This Ordiuanco may ·be cited as the Boerasirie Ordinances 
Ame-nclment Ordinance, 1914, and shall be• read and construed as 
one with the, Doerasirie Ordinance•, 1889, hereinafter rnfen-ed to as 
the Principal Ordinance nncl witJ1 any Ordinance amending the 
samo and with the Boerasirie Loan Ordinance, 1902, · 

2. F or the, purpose of regu lat.ing the, supply and dist ribution of 
water from the Boerasirie the Commissioners shall have power to 
order any proprietor to remove any weir, sluice, lock, koker or dam 
and in case of refusal to comply or failure, within a reasonable time 
to comply, may ent er upon such plantation for the purpose of 
removing the same, aucl performing any other work hereby aut,ho­
rized an<l shall have power to maintain and control o;: to construd, 
maintain and .coutrol all such canals, water-ways or other works 
through and planCat-ion as may be expedient for the conveyance of 
_water to auy other plantation or plnntations and may assess upon 
the plantation or plantations so supplied or upou all the plantations 
rl,e riving henefit from the sai<l works o r upon the• whole area 
inelncl ccl i n lhe Pri ncipal Ordi11anc:e the expenses of such co-n­
strn ction, maintena nce and control a nd any further sum whieh the 
Commissioners may in a11y case decide to be a fair compensation to 
1 he proprietor or proprietors of the, plant.atio :1 or p lantations 
t hrough whi,·h the wat.er is so conveyed and may prescribe the 
manner in whieh such supply ~hall he furnished anrl the means of 
taking anrl re,·eiving Hie smne . 

3. E ve ry person who wilfully damages any darn , trench , outfall, 
koker or sh1icc i11 the possession or under the control ::if (he Com­
missioners wiU1out, lawful excuse, shall be. guilty. of a 11 offence 
punishable on snmmary eon vict ion, and, being convicted t hereof, 
shall be liable to a· fine of not less than t wnnty-five dollars and not·, 
exceeding two hnnrl red and forty doii.ars, or to imprisonment, with 
or wit.hout hard Jabonr, for any t-erm not, P•xceediug t.hree months.

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The Commissio11ers or the proprietor of any plantatoion may p rose­
. cuLe any charge under this section . 

4.- (1) I n any case where damage has occurred to any dam , 
trench, putfall, koker, or sluice in the possession or u nder the con­
trol -of the Commissioners the Gommis~ioners may assess upon anrl 
recover from any plantation immediately adjoiuiug the propcrLy so 
damaged a i;um in • compensation for such damag.:! i11cludiJ1g the 
,loss of any water occasioned the1·eby. Provided always tl1at where 
1-he proprietor ·of the said plantation satisfies Lhe Commissioners 
that some person has b ee.11 prosecuted lo conviction for the said 
rl ~mage h~ s]rn,l] no!; be liable to be so assef:>serl. 

(2} The provisions of section n ineteen of the Principal Orcli­
nance as regards the anthoriLy of the Governor-in-Comtcil shall 
apply lo an,y such assessment. 

5. P arate or summary execution sl1all not- be i;,suecl unclcr tl](\ 
P rincipal Ordinanre, or nnder the Hoernsiric Loan Orrli11anc-e, 
] 902, against any Crown land. 

6. The Sched ule hereto shall he deemed to he the Scherlule to 
the Pri ncipal Or dinance and the s.nm in C'ol ttlllns III. and IV. set 
opposite the n ames of the Plantations in Column I. shall be rleemcrl 
to be the: sums referred to in sect ions t wcnt,y-three and t weut.y-four 
of Lhe Principal Or dinance and the Scheclul0 hereto shall a lso be 
cleemerl to be the Schedule to the Boerasirie L oan Ordinance, 
1902, and the sums in Column V. set opposite 1.he names o f the 
p lan t ati.011s in Column I. shall be deemed lo be the sums r <'fened 
to in section 1.wo of the latter Ordinance and t he ar!·eage of 1.he 
plantat,ions shal_l be deemed for the purposes of both Ordinances 
to be t lmt set out in Column IT. and o.11 references to n Sc-hC'rlule 
in the afor esaid Orclinanre shall be laken and r <'arl as referring 
to Lhe Schedule hereto. 

7. On failure by tl1e Commissioners to carry on(. any OrdE'r of 
t he Governor-in-Con ncil under section i,eventeen of t lie Principal 
Orcl inanrr within such periorl as shall be presl'riberl by the said 
Orrler or by any subsequent Order, the Governor-in-Cou ncil may 
direct t ho Colonial Civil Engineer 1.o• carry out the said Order a11d 
the Colonial Civil Engineer may t l1ereupon enter u pon any la11cl1=; 
in t -he possession or control of the Commissioners or othC'rwise 
snbject to t-lrn P rincipa l Orrlinance, for such purpose, anrl tl1e 
Governor-in-Council may direct the Commissioners to p ay t he 
expenses of 1 he can ying out of the said Order hy assC'ssment on 
the plantations or on such plantations as he may rl irect. 

8. Section eight., sub-section (1) of t he J'riucipal Orcliuancc sl1all 
be rcarl and construed as if the following snb-lJParl (1') were added 
at. the end t her eof. 

"(e) Any works which the Governor-i n-Connl'il 111;1.y direct to 
be const ructed and maintained as being necessary works in 
acl rlition to or in substitution for any of t h<' a foP'sairl works. "
