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13. All movabie and immovable property whatscever belonging
to any trade union registered under this Ordinance shall be vested
in the trustees for the time being of the trade union appointed as
provided by this Ordinance, for the use and bemefit of such
trade union and the members thereot, and the movable or immov-
able property of any branch of a trade union shall be vested in
the itrustees of such branch or in the trustees of the trade union,
if the rules of the trade union so provide, and be under the
control of such trustees, their respective executors or adminis-
trators, according to their respective claims and interests, and upon
the death or removal of any such trustees the same shall vest in the
succeeding trustees for the same estate and interest as the former
trustees had therein, and subject to the same trusts, without any
comveyauce or assignment whatscever, save and except in the case
of stoclks and securities in the public funds of this Colony which
shall be transferred into the names of such new trustees; and in all
actions, or suits, or indictments, or summary proceedings before
any court of summary jurisdiction, tonching or concerning any such
property, the same shall be stated to be the property of the person
or persons for the time being holding the said office of trustee, in
their proper names, as trusteces of such trade union, without any
further description.

13. When auy person, being or having been a trustee of a trade
union registered under this Ordinance or of any branch of a trade
anion, and whether appointed before or aiter the legal establish-
ment thereof, in whose uame any stock belonging to such union or
branch transferable at any bank in this Colony is standing, either
jointly with another or others, ov solely, is absent from this Colony
ot becomes bankrupt, or files any petition, or executes any deed for
liquidation of his affairs by assignment or arrangement, or for com-
position with his creditors, or becomes a lunatic or is dead, or hag
been removed from his office of trustee, or if it be unknown whether
such person is living or dead, the registrar, on application in
writing from the secrebary and three members of the union or
branch, and on proof satisfactory to him, may direct the transfer
of the stock into the names of any other persoms as the trustees
for the union or branch; and such transier shall be made by the
surviving or continuing trnstees, and if there be no such trustecs
or if such trustee, refuse or be unable to make such transfer, and
the Registrar so direct, then by the manager of the bank; and ths
bank is hereby indemnified for anything done in pursuance of this
provision against any claim ot demand of any person injuricusly
affected thereby.

14. The trustees of any trade unnion registered under this
Ordinance or any other officer of such trade union who may be
authorized so to do by the rules thereoi, are hereby empowered to
bring or defend, or cause to be brought or defended, any action,
suit, prosecution, or complain* ‘1 any court of law or equity, touch-
ing or concerning the proper , right or claim to property of the
trade union; and shall and may, in all cases concerning the movable
or immovable property of such trade union, sue and be sued, plead
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A irade union whose certificate of registration has been with-
drawn or cancelled shall, from the time of such withdrawal or
cancelling, absolutely cease to enjoy as such the privileges of «
registered trade umion, but without prejudice to any liability
actually incurred by such trade union, which may be enforced
againat the same as if such withdrawal or cancelling had not taken
place.

Mascellaneous.

29. A person under the age of twenty-one, but above the age of
gixteen, may be a member of a trade wuion, unless provision be
made in the rules thereof to the contrary, and may, subject to the
rules of the trade union, enjoy ail the rights of a member except
as herein provided, and execute all instruments and give all
acquittances necessary to be executed or given under the rules, but
shall not be a member of the committee of management, trustee,
or treasurer of the trade union.

93. A member of a trade union not being the age of sixteen
years niay, by writing under his hand, delivered at, or sent to, the
registered office of the trade union, nominate any person not being
an officer or servant of the trade union (unless such ofiicer or
servant is the hushand, wife, father, mother, child, brother, sister,
nephew, or miece of the nominator), to whom any moneys payable
on the death of such member not exceeding two hundred and foriy
dollats shall be paid at his decease, and may from time to time
revoke or vary such nomination by a writing under his hand
similarly delivered or sent; and on receiving satisfactory proof of
the death of a nominator, the trade union shail pay to the nominee
the amount due to the deceased member nob exceeding the sum
aforesaid.

94 A trade union may, with the approval in writing of the
Registrar change its mame by the consent of not less than two-
thirds of the total number of members.

No change of name shall affect any right or obligation of the
trade union or of any member thereof, and any pending legal pro-
ceedings may be coniinued by ov against the trustees of the trade
union or any other officer who may sue or be sued on behalf of
guch trade union notwithstanding its new name.

95. Any two or more trade unioms may, by the consent of not
less than two-thirds of the members of each or every such trade
union, become amalgamated together as one trade union, with or
without any dissolution or division of the funds of such trade
unions, or either or any of them ; but no amalgamation shall preju-
dice any right of a creditor of either or any union party thereto.

96. Notice in writing of every change of name or amalgamation
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
