4. If the party or parties interested individually or collectively,
to the extent of one moiety or upwards in the property to which
the action relates, request the Court to direct a sale of the
property and a distribution of the proceeds, the Court shall,
unless it sees good reason to the contrary, direct a sale of the
property accordingly and give all necessary or proper conse-
quential directions.

5. If any party interested in the property to which the action
relates requests the Court to direct a sale of the property and a
distribution of the proceeds thereof, the Court may, unless the
other parties interested in the property or some of them under-
take to purchase the share of the party requesting a sale, direct
a sale of the property and give all necessary or proper conse-
quential directions and in the case of such undertaking being
given the Court shall order a valuation of the share of the party
requesting a sale in such manner as the Court thinks fit and may
give all necessary or proper consequential directions.

6. On any sale under this Ordinance the Court may, if it
thinks fit, allow any of the parties interested in the property to
hid at the sale, on such terms as to non-payment of deposit,
or as to setting off or accounting for the purchase money or any.
part thereof instead of paying the same, or as to any other
matters, as to the Court may seem reasonable.

7. Any party may maintain such action against any one or
more of the parties' interested without serving the other or
others (if any) of those parties and 1t shall not be competent
to any defendant in the suit to object for want of parties, and
at the hearing of the action the Court may direct such inquiries
as to the nature of the property and the persons interested
therein, and other matters as it thinks necessary or proper with
a view to an order of sale being made on further consideration.

8. All powers given by this Ordinance shall be in addition to
and not in derogation of any other powers conferred by Ordi-
nance, law or custom and such other powers may be exercised
in the same manner as if this Ordinance had not been made:
