1. This Ordinance may be cited as the British Guiana

Producers Association Ordinance .

2. In this Ordinance m1less the context otherwise requires

"Association" means the British Guiana Rice Producers

Association established under this Ordinance; 

" Committee " means a Committee established under this

Ordinance for the management o{ the affairs of a District 

Association; 

"the Council" means the Council established under this

Ordinance for the management of the affairs of the Associa-

tion; 
"district" means one of the districts into which the Colony

is sub-divided for the purposes of this Ordinance; 

" District Association " means un Association of rice pro­

ducers constituted in a district for the purposes of this

Ordinance; 

" industry " means the rice industry of the Colony;

"rice producer" has the meaning assigned to it in section
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2 of the Rice Marketing Ordinance, as amended from time to Cap. 249.

time; 
" the regulations " means regulations made under sec.tion 8 

of this Ordinance. 

3. It shall be lawful for the Governor, by proclamation pub- Establiah­

lished in the Gazette, to declare that the rice producers of the :!��i:• 
Colony for the time being shall collectively be a body corporate 18 n. 

by the name of the British Guiana Rice Producers Association, 
and upon that proclamation the said rice producers by the said 
name shall become a body corporate with perpetual succession 
and a common seal, with power to acquire, hold and dispose of 
movable and immovable property, to sue and be sued in all 
courts of law or equity and to take all manner of proceedings 
before all magistrates. 

4. The functions of the Association shall be the performance Fmaotioa

of any of the following services- t.::latioa. 
(a) the protection, promotion and advancement of the

interests of rice producers generally; 
(b) the proposal of any measures including co-operative

schemes of all kinds conducive to the maintenance or extension 
f production in the industry; 
(c) representing rice producers on the British Guiana Rice
arketing Board through and by means of members of the
ouncil appointed by the Governor to be members of the said
oard in manner provided by section 4 of the Rice Marketing C..p. 249.

(d) making representations to the Governor concerning anJt

matter affecting production in the industry, the operations of 
the Rice Marketing Board and the interests of rice producers 
generally; and 

(e) inquiring into and reporting on any questions relating
to the industry which may be referred to it by the Governor 
or by any body lawfully concerned with any phase of the 
industry, and advising on any matter connected therewith. 

5. (1) The management of the affairs of the Association shall Jlanag�ent 
be vested in a Council or aft"� of

· Asaoomtion 

(2) The members of the Council shall be twenty-four rice eoes::u� a
producers elected as hereinafter provided, of whom not less than 
nine shall be rice farmers, not less than five shall be manu­
facturers and not less than four shall be landlords.

(:1) "'ubject to the provisions of this Ordinance, the nwmbers 
of the Council shall be elected by, and at a meeting of, elP<'tors 
appointed for the pUTpo c by the Committees of the District 
A ':-oCiations in accordance with the provisions of the regulations. 

(4) l?rom the memhers so t'lecte<l, the Council shall at it first
meeting elect as ofliccrs thereof n Pmsident a.ncl two Vicc­
Pre�idents and shall forthwith report to Urn Governor the names 
of the memher:; and of the offi('ers of the Comwil. 

(5) 'l'he Council :;o constituted :shnll n•main in office for two
y<'ars from the datP of its t•lcction and shall in Ii.kc manner be 
reeon:4itutcd !'Very two yNtrs. 

(6) 'l'h Council shall huvc power to fill uny rn<'ancy therein in
respect of a member or nn oillc:,•r of tlw Council oecnsionc<l by 
death, resignation or any other ,·au:,;c. 

(7) 'I'hc Coun<'il shall meC't at lC'a t once in every three
month�. 

(8) '1'he scat, of a meml,"r of the Council shall become vacant
if-

(a) h<' foils to attend thrPe ronsccutive quarterly meetings
of tlw Coun<'il: or 

(b) he becomes insolvent; or
(c) he suffers any term of imprisonment for any offe

whatever. 

(9) The Council mny appoint some fit nn<l proper person
be General �ecretary of t1rn Assoc·intion nn<l may pay him out 
the funds of the .Association sul'h remuneration as it conside 
w:lequat.e. 

{IO) The General i ccretary shnll not be dismissed 
Council without the approval of the Governor. 

6. (I) The Council shall, snhjt>ct to the npproval of th
Governor in Council, suh<livicl" tlw Colony into distric 
for the purposes of this Onlinanec, and the rice producers · 
each of the districts so crPatcd shnll <'Onstitute a Distric 
Association and be the mcm bcrs tlwrcof. 

(2) 'rhc Council may, suhjcct t-0 the approval of the Govern
in r.ouncil, at any time ancl from time to time alter the boundari 
of any district or make a new sub-division of tl1e Colony int 
districts and the rice produrers in each of the distcricts so oreate 
sha11 constitute a District A�socintion and he the membe 
thereof. 
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(3) The management of the affairs of a District Association
shall be vested in a Committee consisting of six members, being-

( a) a Chairman;

(b) a Vice-Chairman;

( c) a Secretary; and

(d) three other members of the District Association.

(4) Subject to the provisions of this Ordinance, a Committee
shall be elected by each District Association at a general meeting 
of the members thereof held annually, and the members of 
a committee shall hold office until the election of another 
committee at the next succeeding annual general meeting of the 
District Association. 

(5) A Committee shall meet at least once in every three
months. 

(6) The seat of a member of the Committee shall become
vacant if-

(a) he fails to attend three consecutive quarterly meetings
of the Council; or 

(b) he becomes insolvent; or
(c) he suffers any term of imprisonment for any offence

·hatever.

(7) A Committee shall have power to fill a vacancy which has
urred therein between one annual general meeting and

other from death, resignation or any other cause.

7. A Committee may with respect to its own district perform
any of the functions of the Association under paragraphs (b) 
and (d) of section 4 of this Ordinance, but the decision of a 
Committee on any measure to be proposed under paragraph (b) 
or any representation to be made under paragraph (d) shall be 
communicated through and by the Council.

8. ( 1) The Governor in Council may make regulations generally Po�er to 

for the purpose of giving e:ff ect to this Ordinance. :;ufations. 

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the powers con-
ferred by subsection (1) of this section, the Governor in Council 
may in particular make regulations for the following purposes-

(a) re�ulating the registration of members of a District
Association; 
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J,'inancc and 

accounts.

(b) providing the mode of electing members of the Council
or of a Committee; 

(c) fixing the quorum and prer-;cribing the times of and
the procedure nt mcctiucrs of the Council, a District Associa­
tion and a Committee; 

(d) prc:�cribing the dutie:-; of the oflict1rs of the Council and
of the ofllcer:-; of a Committee; 

(e) prescribing the dutie!'- of the Geneml Secretary of the
As::.ociation; 

(j) prescribing the records, books ancl accounts which
shall be kept by the Council or a Committee; and 

(g) prescribing the mode of authentication of any docu­
ment by the Council, a District A>-sociation or a Committee 
and of :--en-ice of documents on the Council, a Di�i:rict 
..Association or a Committee. 

9. (I) '['he funds of t lw Asf-ociation shall consist of money
paid lJy rite producers to the Distri<'t A sociations of which they 
arc members as registration frc,_ prcsl'rihed Ly the regulations 
and of such annual grant:; as ruay Le nuule to the Association 
pur:mant to the Rice .Marketing Orclinnnce. 

(2) 'l'he said registration fee:-; shall b • paid to un<l retained
the Committee of each Di trict As:,ociatiou. 

(:l) The gaicl annual grant as nforcsnicl shall be paid to t 
Council which may alloeate arnl pay to <'ll<'l1 CommittPe su 
proportion thereof as the Council may think fit. 

(4) The funcls of the Association shall be appropriated to the
purposes of this Or<lirmncc, arnl the Council and o,·ery Com­
mittc>e may pay ancl defray all expenses lawfully incurred by 
them out of any mom•y granted or allocated to or re ·eivecl by 
them. 

(5) The reasonable travelling cxpcn. cs and subsistence
allO\\anccs incurred hy members of the Council in attending 
meetings of the Council, or hy elector· appointed by a Com­
mittee in attending n meeting to clPct the Council, shall be paid 
by the Council or a Commit tel' respectively out of its funds. 

(G) 'I'he Council shall have power to open nncl operate a
current or savings account" i1 h :my hank in th1• Colony and any 
cheque or other or<lPr for the payrnent of monc,· :;hull he signed
by any officer of the Co1mcil and countersigned hy tho General 
Secretary. 
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(7) The Council shall keep such books and accounts as may be
necessary to record its receipts an<l payments ancl shall, on or 
before the 31st )larch in each wm-. transmit to the Chief 
ecretary a statement of its tram,actions to the 31st December 

in the year last past, which statement shall be audited by an 
auditor qualified under subs<'ction (8) of section 109 of the 
Companies Ordinance and published in the Gazette. Cap. 328. 

10. (I) The members of the first Council and its officers shall Tran;9i_t.ional 

be appointed by the Governor, and they shall remain in office prov1a,ooa. 

and perform all the functions of the Council until the Coun<'il 
has been elected in manner provided by subsection (3) of section 
5 of this Ordinance. 

(2) "Until the Colony shall be sub-divided into districts as
provided by subsection (1) of section 6 of this Ordinance, the 
Council appointed pursuant to subsection (I) of this section 
shall create such and so many tfoitricts as it may think fit, and 
the rice producers in each such district shall collectively con­
stitute a District Association and be the members thereof. 

(3) The Governor may, on the recommendation of the Council
appointed pursuant to subsection (I) of this section, appoint 
he Committee for the management of the affairs of each 

trict Association constituted under subsection (2) of this 
ion and every such Committee shall remain in office and 
II perform all the functions of a Committee until a Com­
tee has been elected under section 6 of this Ordinance. 
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
