2. The Governor may authorise the payment from such 
moneys as the Legislative Council shall provide for the purpose 
of such rewards to such persons as he may think fit in order to 
secure the efficient protection of the revenue and for the pre-
vention, discovery, suppression and prosecution of offences 
against the customs and inland revenue laws, and the laws and 
regulations relating to mining and Crown lands.
