58.-(1) Where any undertakers, body, or person, by ~~:;on 
themselves or their agents, destroy or injure, or by himself for injury to 
or his agents, destroys or injures

any telegraph hne of the :=r~ for 

Postmaster General, the undertaKers, body, or person shall IDtMrapmi 
not only be liable to pay to the Postmaster General the :_.~ 
expenses (if any) he incurs in making good the destruction tioo. 

or injury, but also, if the telegraphic communication is 
carelessly or wilfully interrupted, shall on conviction be 
liable to a penalty not exceeding fifty dollars per diem for 
every day during which. the interruption continues. 

(2) Where the undertakers, body, or person, liable 
to pay the daily penalty aforesaid to the Postmaster 
General, are or is not authorised to execute the works 
required for remedying the interruption, the interruption 
shall be deemed to continue either for the time during 
which it actualJ..y continues or for any less time which, in 
the opinion of the Court having cognizance of the case, 
would have been sufficient for remedying the interruption 
by the Postmaster General. 

(3) The Postmaster General may, instead of taking 
proceedings for the recovery of the daily penalty afore­
said, proceed for the recovery of a penalty not exceeding 
two hundred dollars, to which the undertakers, body, or 
person shall be liable on conviction. 

(4) An act done to a telegra.ph line in the course of 
work undertaken by any undertakers, body, or pe~n, in 
the legal exercise of a right, shall not be deemed to be wil­
ful destruction of or injury to the telegraph line, if due 
notice of the intended exercise of the right has been given 
to the Postmaster General, that is to say, the notice required 
to be given in pursuance of any Ordinance or agreement, 
or, where there is no Ordinance or agreement requiring the 
notice, fourteen clear days' notice. 

(5) This section shall be deemed to be in addition to, 
and not in derogation of, any other power or means which 
the Postmaster General has of recovering damages in 
respect of any destruction or injury in this section men­
tioned under any other OJ'dina'jP', or at oommon law, or 
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otherwise, so that he shall not proceed under this Ordi­
nance and under any other Ordinance in respect of the 
same destruction or injury. 

59. Where any undertakers, body, or person, or their or 
his agents, obstruct or obstructs the Postmaster General 
or his agents in placing, maintainin~, altering, examin­
ing, or repairing any telegraph line m pursuance of this 
Ordinance or of any consent given in pursuance hereof, 
or in supervising or directing any alteration in any tele­
graph line made by any undertakers.., body, or person, or 
their or his agents, in pursuance or this Ordinance, the 
undertakers, body, or person, and agents respectively shall 
on conviction be liable to a penalty not exceeding two 
hundred dollars. 

Go1Jernment Telegraph Monopoly. 

60.-(1) For the purposes pf this section-
" telegraph " means an electric, galvanic, or magnetic 

telegraph, and includes appliances and apparatus 
for transmitting or making telegraphic, tele­
phonic, or other communication l>y means of elec­
tricity, galvanism or magnetism, whether the 
communication be transmitted by means of wires 
or cables, or without wires or cables. 

(2) The Governor in Council shall have the exclusive 
privilege of establishing, maintaining and working tele­
graphs between the colony and places outside of the colony : 

Provided that the Governor in Council may grant a 
licence on the conditions and in consideration of the pay­
ments he thinks fit, to any person, company or body cor­
porate, to establish, maintain, or work a teleg_raph between 
the colony and any place or places outside t~ colony. 

Wireless T elegrapky. 

61.-(1) No ne shall establish any wireless telegraph 
station, or insta work any 8tPP&ratus for wireless tele-
graphf, in any pl or on board any British ship~ 
tered m the colony, cept under and in accordance with 
a licence granted in at behalf by the Governor in 

,Council. 
(2) No one shall wor n)" apparatus for wireleu 

itolegra:phy installed on any ip (whether British or 
• ..1-..~ foJ'81811) whilst that ship is in t territorial ••ten of the 
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· than in aooordanoe with regulations 
behalf by the Governor in Council and the 

bnoil may by those regulations impose 
hie summarily for the breach thereof, not 

exceeding fifty liars for each offence, and may provide for 
the forfeiture, breach, of any apparatus for wireless 
telegraphy insyll or worked on the ship. 

(3) Anyone o establishes a wireless telegraph UnautJaorilect 
station without a Ii oe in that behalf, or instals or works ue.

that behalf, shall be ~ of a misdemeanour and be liable 
on summary conviction t ereof to a penalty not exceeding PlaaliJ. 
fifty dollars, and on con tion on indictment to a fine not 
exceeding five hundred do rs, or to imprisonment, with or 
without hard labour, for term not exceeding twelve 
months, and in either case shall be liable to forfeit any 
apparatus for wireless tele aphy installed or worked 
without a licence.

a ficenoe in that behalf, or that y apparatus for wire-
less telegraphy has been installed worked in any place,

wiireless telegraph service ( at least Sllfficient to comply 
with the regufations made for the purpose under this 
section) and be provided with one or more certified opera­
tors and watchers at least, in accordance with those 
regulations : 

Provilo: Provided that the Governor in Council may exempt from 
the obligations imposed by this section .any ships or 
classes of ships if he is of opinion that, having regard to 
the nature of the voyages on which the ships are engaged, 
or other circumstances. of the case, the provision of a wire­
less telegraph apparatus is unnecessary or unreasonable. 

(3) The Governor in Council shall make regulations 
prescribing the nature of the wireless teTegraph installa­
tion to be provided. of the services to be maintained, and 
the number, grade, and qualifications of operators and 
watchers to be carried : 

Provilo. Provided that no ship shall be required to carry more 
than one operator unless more than one operator would

Sh1ppmg (Convention) Act, 1914. 

(4) If this section is not obeyed in the case of any 
ship, the master or owner of the ship shall be liable in 
respect of each offence to a fine not exceeding two thousand 

Pmali,. four hundred dollars, and the offence mav be prosecuted 
summarilv. hut if it is prosecuted summarily the fine shall 
not exceed fouT hundred and eighty dollars. 

!rJ:tion (5) The Governor may appoint an officer to be a 
of pa. wireless telegraphy inspector (in this section described as 

an inspector) for ihe purpose of inspecting ships in order 
to ascertain whether the requirements of t1iis section relat­
ing to wireless telegraph1,.are observed on board any ship. 

(6) An inspector may inspect any ship for tlie pur­
pose of seeing that she is properly provided._ with a wire­
less telegraph installation and certified operators and 
watchers in conformity with this section,. and for the 
purpose of that inspection shall have all the powers of a 
Board of Trade inspector under the Merchant Shipping 
Acts, 1894 to 1916. 

(7) If the inspector finds that the ship is not so pro­
vided, he shall give to the master or owner notice in writ­
ing pointing out the deficiency and what in his opinion 
is requisite to remedy it. 

(S) Every notice so given shall be communicated in 
the manner direct.ed by the Governor in Council to the 
chief officer of customs of any port at wbil,h the ahip aeelra 
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
