2. (1) Every person who except for export from the Colony
sells or otherwise disposes of molasses to some other person 
shall keep at the place of sale or disposal a book (hereinafter 
referred to as "the molasses disposal book") in which he shall 
record the quantity of molasses sold or disposed of, the date of 
sale or disposition, the date of delivery, the name and address 
of the buyer or person to whom disposed of and of the person 
to whom delivered, and the consideration for the sale or 
disposition, and the purpose for which obtained. 

(2) The entries in the molasses disposal book shall be made in
such manner and form as the Commissioner of Police may 
from time to time prescribe by notice in the Gazette and a

8. (1) Any person who contravenes any of the provisions of
sections 2, 3 and 6 of this Ordinance shall be liable to a penalty 
not exceeding five hundred dollars and if convicted of a second 
or subsequent offence to a penalty not exceeding one thousand 
dollars or to imprisonment with or without hard labour not 
exceeding six months. 

(2) Where any person is convicted in respect of the sale or
other disposition or the delivery or removal of any molasses in 
contravention of any of the provisions of this Ordinance the 
molasses shall be forfeited. 

9. Any person who acts in contravention of subsection (2) of
section 3 of this Ordinance may be arrested without warrant 
by any district commissioner* police constable or officer of 
customs. 

10. Any person acting in contravention of th.is Ordinance
may be prosecuted and punished under the Summary 
Jurisdiction Ordinances.
