IN EXERCISE OF THE POWERS CONFERRED UPON ME BY SECTION 
79 OF THE MINING ACT, I HEREBY MAKE THE FOLLOWING 

REGULATIONS:-

(2) No person who is not the holder
of a prospecting licence, an au­
thorised prospector under that
licence, the holder of an exclu­
sive permission, or his agent, or
who is not authorised in writing
for that purpose by any of the

foregoing persons, or by a mines
officer, shall without reasonable
excuse convey gold, valuable
minerals or precious stones from
the area being prospected to any
place outside that area.

(3) No person shall convey gold,
valuable minerals or precious
stones from a mining district to
Georgetown or to any place out­
side the mining district in which
it or they were found unless he
has obtained a permit, and no
permit shall be granted. to any
person for the purpose unless
he is the holder or lessee or per­
son in charge of a claim, or is the
holder of a prospecting licence,
an authorised prospector under ,
that licence, the holder of an
exclusive permission, or his agent,
or is authorised in writing fol
that purpose by any of the afore­
mentioned persons, or is the
holder ·of a licence to trade in
gold, valuable minerals or preci­
ous stones.

(4) Any gold, valuable minerals or
precious stones conveyed con­
trary to these regulations may be
seized by any officer and dealt
with as prescribed in section 82, ,
of the Act".
