INCOMING PASSENGERS (l,tesldents and Non-Residents) 

1. AlJL INCOMING passengers are re­
quired to complete Sections 1 and 11
of this Form and to hand it to the
cmtoms/Immigration Officer on duty,
You should declare all currency, and
jewellery which you are bringing into
Guyana either on your person, in your
baggage or on the person or in the
baggage of any child or children who
may be accompanying you. The ori­
ginal of this Form will be stamped
aJld initialled by the Customs or Im­
migration Officer and will lbe returned
to you .

.Non-Resident Incoming passengers
must retain original and complete

. Section IV when 'leaving the country.

2. (i) You are entitled to bring into
Guyana any Guyana Currency notes
which you may previously have
talcen out of the country, up to a
limit of forty Guyana dollars
(G$40.00) per person.

(ii) You are entitled to bring into
Guyana foreign currency (including
notes, coins, travellers cheques,
drafts. etc. and jewellery) to any
value.

OUTGOING PASSENGERS (Residents and Non-Residents) 

1. ALL OUTGOING passengers are re­
quired ,to complete Sections I and IV
of this form and to surrender it to
the ieustoms/Immigration Officer on
duty.

2. (i) With respect to Guyana cur­
rency notes, you are entitled as an
OUTGOING passenger, to take out
on your person, in your baggage, or
on the person or in the baggage of
apy child/children accompanying
you, Guyana currency notes up to the
value of forty Guyana dollars
(G$40.00) per person.

(ii) With respect to foreign cur­
rency notes and other forms of for­
eign currency (e.g. travellers'
cheques, drafts, etc.) you are en­
titled to the following:-

(a) RESIDENTS (i) Foreign cur­
rency notes: You may take out
foreign currency notes to the
equivalent i.n value of fifty
Guyana dollars (G$50.00)
provided that you have ob­
tai.ned prior exchange control
approval from the Bank of
Guyana.

(2) Foreign cur­
rency drafts, travellers' 
cheques, etc. : You may take 

out foreign currency in the 
form of drafts. etc, up to the 
ceiling approved by the 
Bank of Guyana. 

(b) NON-RESIDENTS: foreign 
currency notes, coins, drafts, 
travellers' cheques, etc. 

You may take out any un­
utilized foreign currency 
notes, drafts, etc. which you 
have brought into Guyana, 
provided that (i) where such 
notes, cheques. drafts, etc. 
have been brought in at the 
time of your entry, they have 
been properly declared and a 
certificate si�ed by a Cus­
toms/Immigration Officer can 
be produced as evidence that 
such a declaration has bee& 
made; and, (ii) where such 
notes have been brought in 
subsequent to the time of 
your entry or. (iii) where 
you have been in Guyana 
for a continuous period in 
excess of one month, the 
written approval of the Bank 
of Guyana has been obtained 

a·. The taking out of Guyana of jew�llery 
and other articles c•msistin� whollr 
or partly of precious or semi-
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precious stones, metal or pearls is 
prohlbi�ed by law. Thill prohibition 
does not apply to, a mamage or en­
gagement ring and one watch worn 
by a passenger. 

4. You are permitted to convey OD your
pe<rson or in your baggage, jewellery 
up to the following limits m value: 

(a) female passengers of or
over twelve (12) years of
ag__e� -::-: six hundred dollars
(�.00).

(b) male passengers of or
over twelve (12) years of
age - four hundred dollars
(G$400.00)

(c) passengers under twelve (li)
years of age - two hundred
(0$2.00.00)

N.B. Jewellery in excess of these 
amounts requires written approval 
from the Ministry of Finance ,before 
it may be taken out of Guyana es­
cept in the case of non-resident 
passengers wbo are permitted to take 
eut all jewellel.'if brought into Guy­
ana and declared at the time of 
entTy, 

5. The exportation of jewellery on a
commercial basis requires an export
licence issued by the Ministry ol
Trade.
