T HEREBY MAKE THE FOLLOWING REGULATIONS:-

1. These Regulations, which amend the Public Service
AppeUate Tribunal (ferms and Conditions of Appointment of Mem­
bers) Regulations l987*, may be cited as the Public Service 
Appellate Tribunal (ferms and Conditions of Appointment of 
Members) (Amendment) Regulations 1991 and shall be deemed 
to have come into operation on 1 st July, 1989. 

2. Regulation 2 of the Principal Regulations is hereby
amended by the substitution in the proviso to paragraph I (a) for 
all the words beginning w.ith "Provided" and ending with "month" 
of the worps "Provided that where any person appointed as Chair­
man is in receipt of any remuneration (not being a pension) from 
the Consolidated Fund or fron\ moneys of a local democratic organ, 
his salary and allowances as Chairman shall be modified in such 
a manner so that the aggregate of such salary and allowances and 
the amount of such remuneration for any month".
