UNDER SECTION 98(3) OF THE MOTOR VEHICLES AND ROAD 
TRAFFIC ORDINANCE AND BY VIRTUE AND IN EXERCISE OF 
ALL OTHER POWERS ENABLING HIM 1N THAT BEHALF THE 
FOLLOWING REGULATIONS HA VE BEEN MADE BY THE 
GOVERNOR-GENERAL:-

!. ( 1) These Regulations may be cited as the Motor Vehicles and Road 
Traffic (Amendment) Regulati0111S, 1966. 

(2) Th�se Regulations shall come into operation on the 1st January,
1967. 

2. Part A of the first schedule to 11he Motor Vehicles and Road Traffic
Ordinance is hereby deleted and the following substituteld therefor -

A - LICENCE FEES IN RESPECT OF VEHICLES

(a) no licence fee shall be payable in respect of any invalid carriage;

(b) no licence shall be required for a111y motor vehicle, or trailer, if used
only within the bounds of any sugar cane plantation, wood-cutting
grant, cattle farm, Jot or farm under cultivation, ooooa estate,
rubber estate, private grant, mining or placer claim;

( c) in it�m 4, "passengers" includes the drive·r;

(d) the Governor-General may, by order, define districts in which the
fee for any trailer used in connection with a motor car shall be
one half of the appropriate amount set out in item lO(i);

( e) for any trailer fitted with tyres other than pneumaitic tyres, the fee
shall be twice the appropriate am9unt set out in item 10.

3. All the words appearing in the said schedule after the last item in Part
B thereof are hereby deleted.
