MADE UNDER 

THE POST AND TELEGRAPH ORDINANCE, 
(Chapter 132). 

No. 2 of 1967 

UNDER SECTION 97 OF THE POST AND TELEGRAPH ORDINANCE. 
THE FOLLOWING REGULATIONS HAVE BEEN MADE BY THE 
DIRECTOR OF POSTS AND TELECOMMUNICATIONS WITH THE 
APPROVAL OF THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL:-

1.( 1) These Regulations may be cited as the Telegraph (Amendment) 
Regulations, 196 7, and shall be construed and read as one with the Post Office 
Telegraph Regulations*, hereinafter referred to as the Principal Regulations, and 
any Regulations amending the same. 

(2) These Regulations shall come into force upon the coming into oper­
ation of the Guyana Telecommunication Corporation Order, 196 7. 

2. The Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the substitution of
the expression "Corporation" for the expression "Director of Posts and Telecom­
munications" wherever it occurs. 

3. Regulation 1 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
deletion of the words "Post Office". 

4. Regulation 2 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
substitution of the word "Corporation" for the words "Post Office Inland''. 

5. Regulation 3 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
substitution of the words "prescribed in the sohedule" for the words "of six cents 
per mile". 

6. Regulation 5 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
substitution of the words "delivery to be effected" for the words "the Postal 
Department to effect delivery". 

7. Regulation 6 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
deletion of the words "by means of postage stamps affixed to the telegram 
form". 

8. Regulation 7 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
deletion of the word "postal". 

9. Regulation 9 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
substitution of tj:ie term "Corporation" for the words "Postal Department". 

*Cap. 132 (Sub.sidiary Legislation).
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10. Regulation 14 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
substitution of the words "as prescribed in the schedule" for the words "one dollar 
per annum''. 

11. Regulation 15 of the Principal Regulations is hereby revoked and the
following substituted therefor -

" 15. The address for registration which shall be subject to the 
approval of the Corporation, shall consist of two words, one 
of which shall be the name of the town or place of delivery; the 
other shall be an abbreviated or code narpe which preferably should 
not exceed ten letters and in any case shall not exceed fifteen." 

12. Regulation 17 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
substitution of the words "as prescribed in the schedule" for the words "of one 
dollar". 

13. Regulation 19 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
substitution of the words "as prescribed in the schedule", for the words "12 cents 
for every 100 words or portion of that number of words". 

14. Regulation 22 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by the
substitution of the words "as prescribed in the schedule" for the words "24 cents 
for every 100 words, or portion of that number of words, to each address". 

15. Regulation 28 of the Principal Regulations is hereby amended by
the substitution of a full stop for the comma immediately after the word "made" 
and the deletion of the words appearing thereafter. 

16. The schedule to the Principal Regulations is hereby revoked and the
following substituted therefor -

SCHEDULE r. 2

1. Porterage

The charge for porterage referred to in regulation 3 shall be 20 cents per
mile or part thereof beyond a one mile radius from the telegraph office. 

2. Registration Fees

(a) The charge for registration of a telegraphic
address

(b) The charge payable for every change of
address occurring during the year of
registration

3. Inland Telegrams

$5.00 per annum 

$2.00 

Telegrams transmitted between any two telegraph offices in Guyana and
delivery of same within one mile of the telegraph office of destination: 

Provided that in the case of interior telegraph offices at which the nature 
of the terrain makes delivery impracticable, no such delivery shall be made -

First 10 words or portion thereof $0.60 

Each additional word $0.06 

(b) Urgent telegrams -
First 10 words or portion thereof $1.20 
Each additional word $0.12 

(c) Press telegrams -
First 20 words or portion thereof $0.40 

Each additional word $0.02 

(d) Urgent press telegrams -
First 20 words or portion thereof $0.80 

Each additional word $0.04 

( e) Special press telegrams -

(i) Telegrams transmitted m accordance with
regulation 18 -

Every 100 words or portion thereof ...... $0.50 

(ii) Telegrams transmitted in accordance with
regulation 21 -

Every 100 words or portion thereof 

(iii) Press messages accepted outside normal working
hours in accordance with regulation 28 -

$0.50 

for every 500 words or portion thereof $1.00
