“identitv number” means the serial number printed on a
person’s registration card;

“proxy” means a proxy appointed under regulation 11;
“registered post”. in relation to postage to any address
if outside Guyana, means registered airmail:

“registration” means registration under the Act and nur-
suant to these Regulations, exclusive of regulation 33:

“registration agent” means a person appointed as such
under section 4 of the Act for the purposes of these
Regulations;

“the Registration Officer” means such officer appointed
under section 4 as the Commissioner may designate to
perform the functions assigned to the Registration Officer
under these Regulations;

“regulation” means a regulation herein contained;
“section” means a section of the Act,

and any cognate expressions shall be construed accordinglv.

(2) The provisions of subsection (2) of section 2 shall, as
they apply with respect to a person’s eligibility for registration, apply
(in so far as applicable) with respect to a person’s other particulars
referred to in paragraph (2) of regulation 4 and the provisions of
these Regulations shall be construed accordingly.
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
