REGULATIONS 

MADE UNDER 

THE NATIONAL REGISTRATION ACT, 1967, 
(No. 24 of 1967). 

UNDER SECTION 19 OF 1HE NATIONAL REGISTRATION ACT, 1967, 
THE FOLLOWING REGlJI.ATIONS HA VE BEEN MADE BY THE 
MINISTER:-

1. These Regulations may be citoo as the National 'Registration 
(Residents) (Revision of Regis!'crs) (No. 2) Regulations, 1969, and sha11 be 
construed with the National Registration (Residents) (Revision of Registers) 
Regulations, 1969*, hereinafter referred to as the Principal Regulations, and all 
amendments thereto. 

2. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary provided by or under 
the National ReJ?;istration (Residents) Re!1;l}lations, 1967**, the dates prescribed 
by these Regulations sha11. for the purposes of the Principal Regulations, be the 
dates with reference to which the acts mentioned in these Regulations shall be 
respectively performed. 

3. Claims in respect of entries in preliminary lists sha11 be sent to the 
registrar of the district so as to bie received by him not later than 11,e 14th Ju'ly, 
1969, and objectfons in resrect of entries in such 1ists shall be sent to the 
re!!istrar of the di~trict lso a:s to be received by him not la&r than the 28th July, 
1969. 

4. Every rc~istrar ~hall -
(a) on the 17th July. 1969, cause a list of the claims received !Jy 

him vnder the fa~t prereding regulations; ~ind 
(b) on the 31st July, 1969, cause a list of the objections received 

by him under the last preceding re_gulation and a notice of the 
commencement of the public enquiry mentioneJ in regu1ation 
5 of these Regulations, 

to be affixed to each of not less than two buildings determined by him in every 
registration division in his district.

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5. (1) Subject to the provisior;s of paragraph (2) of this regul<ltion, every 
registrar shall hold a public enquiry which shall commence not later than . the 
5th August, 1969, at which claims anri objections duly s:ubmi1ted to , and received 
by, him in pursuance of these Regulations shall be investigated and determined. 

(2) Every regjstrar may, without holding a public enquiry, allow claims 
submitted to him if -

(a) no notice of objection thereto has been !SUbmitted; and 
(b) he is satisfied that the claim may be duly allowed . 

(3) When a registrar al1ov.,s any claim without holding a public enquiry 
he shall notify his decisicn to the Commissioner. 

6. Regulations 23. 24, 27, 28, 29, 30, 31, 32, 33, 34, 35, 36, 37, 43 , 
44, 45, 47 ~ind 48 of tl1e Nati,mal Regis'lra{ion (R-eside1111ts) Regulations, 
1967**, shall appiy mut:ttis mutrmdis to the revision of the centval an:d divisional 
register;; by virtue of the National Registration (Residents) (Revision of 
R egisters) Regulations , 1969*, as they apply for the purpose of the registration 
of persons under the first-mentioned regulations, subject to the following 
modifications -

(a) the rnbstitution for the words and figures "paragraph (1) of 
regul ation 25" in paragraph (2) of regulation 24 of the word 
anc figure "regillation 3" ; 

(b) the substitution for the word and figures "regulation 26" in 
parngraph (7) of regulation 27 of the word and figure 
"regulation 5". 

7. The forms prescribed by the National R egist1ration (Residents) 
Regulations, 1967* *, for use in connection therewith shall for the purposes of 
these Regulations, be l: sed with all necessary variations, modifications and 
adaptations.
