IN EXERCISE OF THE POWERS CONFERRED 
UPON ME BY SECTIONS 67 AND 136 OF 
THE MINING ACT, 1989,100 HEREBY 
MAKE THE FOLLOWING REGULATIONS:

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Mining (Special Mining 
Permit) Regulations, 2007, and shall be deemed to have come 
into effect on the 246  day of April, 2007, and shall cease to 
have effect as of the 30th day of June, 2007, (Inclusive). 

2. In these Regulations -

desaibed in Schedule I, an area which has 
been demarcaled by the COMMiNi011.

Commission established under the Guyana

The aforesaid blocks shall be awarded by means of a 
lottery, the rules of which are set out in Schedule iI  
hereunder. 

Only persons who have registered to participate in the 
said lottery and who demonstrate evidence of payment 
cite non-refundable fee of five thousand dollars shall 
participate in the said lottery. 

All allotments as announced at the lottery shah be final. 

Other procedures with respect to allocation shall be 
outlined and publicized prior bp the announced date of 
the said lottery. 

Applications for Special tarring Permits shall be made 
within sixty days of the date of the loamy. Failure to 
comply with this provision as set out in the Mining Act, 
1989, and regulations shall result in the alloadion being 
deemed to have been abandoned and the area in 
question shall become the subject of a subsequent 
lottery.

4. All participants In the lottery must be registered. A registration fee of $5,000.00 is applicable: 

5. The usual fees for Sing of Special Mining Permits Application shah apply. 

6. Only one block shall be allocated to an individual or group. 

7. Mottoes are required to make the necessary application for grant of Special Mining Pam* within 
sixty ,daysof the allotment of the block. Applications not made would result in the allotment being 
declared abandoned and the block shall become the subject of a subsequent lottery. 

8. Allollees must commence work within three months of the allocation. 

9. The Commission shall prepare the description and map for the Wears. 

10. Occupancy can only begin Baer demarcation of all boundaries of blocks. Same to be confrnied 
upon inspection. 

11.. 	M iliOCAMIS are ilnal. 
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12. In relation to the lottery for claims to be granted for areas as set out in Schedule I, each applicant 
shall be called upon to draw numbers for the number of claims for which he/she has applied. 

The numbering shall correspond to the numbering used on the map on which the claims are blocked 
out. 

13. Procedures for the lottery will be announced by way of publication in the newspapers.
