REGULATIONS 1'0 AMEND THE RICE (EXPOR1' BLEND­
ING AND GRADING) REGULATIONS, 1934. 

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Rice (Expol't Blending
and Grading) Regulations (No. 2), 1934, and Rhall be construej 
with the Rice (Export Blending and Grading) Regulations, 1934, 
hereinafter referred to as the Principal Regulations. 

2. Notwithstanding Regulation 29 of the Principal Regulati0ns
it is hereby declared that the Principal Regulations shall not be 
deemed to have taken effect on the thirteenth day of August, nine­
teen hundred and thirty-four, but shall come into force on t,he first 
day of October, nineteen hundrecl and thirty-four.
