1. 'These Regulations may be cited as the British,·Guiallfl. Scholar- Short Title.

ship Regulations, 1934. 

2. In these Regulati0ns, the following expressions shall have the
mennings in this section assigned to them-

" Candidate " means a person eligible to compete for the 
British Guiana Scholarship; 

"Schedule " means the schedule to these Regulations ;. 

"Optional Subjects" means the subjects numbered (2) to,(24) 
inclusive in the schedule,

4. The scholarship shall he of the total value of £900, and shall
be tenable at any university or institution of nnh·ersi�y rank within 
the British Empire, that may be approved by th0 Governor in 
Council, for three, four or five yeat·s, at the discretio>:i of -the 
Governor in Council, according to the time requil'ed to.complete th.e 
course of study approved or directed.

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5.-(l) Every person shall be eligible to compete who-

(a) is under ninetee.n years of age on the first day of Janu­
ary of the year in which the examination is held :

Provided that with respect to the 1934 and 1935 scholar­
ships a person shall not be eligible unless he was under 
nineteen years of age on the first day of September, 1933, 
or 1934, respectively; 

(b) is either a native of tl:ie colony or the chil<l of parents
one of whom bas had bis or her permanent residence in
the colony for the five years immediately preceding the
examination, or of parents who have resided in the colony
for at least seven years, or of parents one of whom bas
died in the colony ;

(c) has for four years out of the five immediately preceding
. the examination, been bona fide receiving bis education at

some school or otherwise in British Guiana, and has 
resided in the colony for the six months immediately 
preceding the examination ; 

( d) is attested by his principal instructor or instructors during
the said period of four years to be of good moral character
and general conduct by a certificate in the following
form:-

" I consider A.B. to be qualified as regards moral 
character and general conduct to compete for the 
British Guiana Scholarship. 

(Signed) C. D." 

(e) bas passed a school certificate examination recognised by
the Board of Education of England and Wales, or bas
passed the matriculation examination of a recognised
British Uuiversily, and bas so qualified by the thirty-first
day of May in the yea.r in which the examination is held

(f) has paid to the Colonial Treasurer any fee that ma.y,
from time to time, be fixed by the Governor in Council.

(2) Every intending candidate shall forward to the Director o[
Eclucatiou, to reach him at bis ofHce in Georgetown, not later tli.:rn 
4 p.m. on the thirty-first d:'Ly of January in tLo year in which the 
examination is held, a. written application supported by written 
evidence of the matters set out in sub-paragraphs (a) to (f) of 
paragraph (1) hereof: provided that written evidence of the matter 
set out in sub-paragraph (e) may be forwarded to reach the Director 
of Education as aforpsa.id, not later than 4 p.m. on the day preced­
ing the first day or the examination. 

6.-(1) The Scholarship Examination will be a special examina­
tion to be held in June in each year (or such other month as the 
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Governor may s<:,]ect), and will be conducted hy a. Board of 
Examiners in the Unitecl..Kingdom appointed by the Governor in 
Council. 

(2) The 1934 Scholarship will be awarded in 1935 at the eame
examination as the 1935 scholarship. 

(3)- (a) Candidates shall at the Scholarship Examination offer 
five of the subjects contained in the schedule. One of these shall 
be the Essay, and the remaining four shall be selected from the 
optional subjects. 

(b) The syllabus of exucgination in each of thg optional subjects
sha)l be approved by the Governor from time to time. 

(4) Every candidate shall, at t,he lime of his entering his name
on the entrance form, declare in writing to the Director of Educa­

, tion! the four optional subjects selected by him for the Scholarship 
Examination, and such other particulars as the Director cf Educa.­
tion may require. 

(5) The Board of Ex-aminers shall fix the maximum •number of
marks to be awarded for tbe Essay and for each of the optional 
subjects. The maximum number of marks to be awarded for each 
optional subject shall be the same. 

7. 'Ihe Board of Examiners i;hall assess the value of each candi­
date's work in the Essay and in the optional su�jects selected by the 
candidate, and shall furnish a report to the Governor in Council on 
the work of each candidate in each subject, stating to which of the 
candidates they recommend that the scholarship should be awarder.I. 
No candidate shall be so recommended who does not show an 
adequate knowledge and command of English. The report 0f the 
Board of Examiners shall be considered by the Qoverno·r in Council, 
who shall elect the British Guiana Schobr for the year: provided 
that no candidate shall be so elected unless he shall produce a cer­
tificate from a government medical officer to the effect thn t he is 
medically and constitutionally fitted to undergo t,he course oi' studies 
incident to a university career. 

8.-(1) An elected scholar shall within two months of receiving 
notice of the award of a scholn.rsbi p apply to the Governor in Coun­
cil throngh the Director of Education for approval of the university 
or institution which he desires to attend and the course of study he 
proposes to fellow, and the Govemor in Council may approve of 
such selection or may direct the scholar to study for another pro­
fession at- the same or some other university or institution. In 
crivina such approval or direction the Governor in Council will con• 
;ider '"'the report, if any, of the heat! master of the school where the 
scholar has been studying as well as the wishes of the parents or 
guo.rdians of the scholar. 
1�7(2) 'The Director of Education shall, as soon as possible, aftel' 
a scholar has received notice of the award 0£ a scholarship not;fy 

A • l () 
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in writing the parent or guardian -of such scholar that in the event 
of the scholarship not being sufficient to enable the scholar to meet 
all the expenses required to complete the course and to obtain the 
qualification desired, Government will in no circumstances increasil 
the total value of the scholarship mentioned in Regulation 4,. 

(3) No change may be made in either the university or institu­
tion or the course of Rtudy approved or directed unless the approval 
of the Governor in Council has been previously obtained. 

9. Every scholar will be required as a condition of holding his
scholarship, to enter the university or institution which he is to 
attend as soon as possible after his election, and to keep his terms 
continuously until his scholarship expires, unless he be di .spim'led 
from doiug sc by the Governor in Council. 

l{eports of 10. Every scholar shall transmit quarterly to the Governor,
ProgreEs. through the Crown Agents for the Colonies, a report from the 

proper authority of the university or institution which he is attend­
ing as to his conduct and the progress he has made in his studies. 

Forfeitur� of 11. The Governor in Council may declare a Scholarship forfeited
Scholar�Iup. if the scholar-

(a) marries; or
(b) is expelled from the university or institution which he 1s

attending ; or
(c) fails to satisfy the authorities of the university or the

institution in any internal e�amination which they may
prescribe from time to time, or to pass any public exam­
iuation within the period fixed by the proper authorities,
unless the Governor in Council ifl satisfied by the authori­
ties concerned, that the scholar has been prevented from
doing so by reasons which the Governor in Council con­
siders sufficient ; or

( cl) enters on any course of stmly or occupation or accepts
any appoin lment, which, in the opinion of the authorities
of the university or institution, is incompatible with the
course of stu,ly approved by the Governor in Council; or

(e) fails to iulfil any of the C')nditions imposed upon him by
these Regulations unless he furni,;,hes evidence which
satisfies the Governor in Council that the cause of such
failure was beyond his control :

Provided that the Governor in Council may, in lieu of declaring 
the Scholarship forfeited, withdraw the whole or a part of the 
Scholarship for a time only, if the circumstances of the case are 
such a� may, in the opinion of the Governor in Council, be sufficiently 
met by the adoption of such a couree.

12.-(1) Every scholar during the period he holds a Scholarship 
in the United Kingdom shall be under the charge and direction of 
the Director of Colonial Students. 

l2) No payment shall be made to any scholar by the Crown 
Agents except upon the authority of the Director of Colonial 
Students. 

(8) The Director of Colonial Students shall have the power to
fine once any scholar a sum not exceeding £10 for disobedience to 
any direction given to him, or for any serious breach of discipline 
or persistent idleness, and on a repetition of the offence the 
Governor in Council may order the Scholarship to be forfeited. 

( 4) Should any Scholarship be held elsewhere than in the
United Kingdom, the Governor in Council shall make special 

; arrangements for the supervisiou of the scholar concerned. 

13: All previous Regulations relating to the British Guiana 
Scholarship are hereby revoked, except in respect of British Guiana 
Scholarships awardetl before the date of coming into force of these 
Regulations, which shall continue to be held under the Regulations 
under which they were awarded.
