2. In these Regulations-
" cinema.tog;raph film" includes a, sound track and any Interpreta­

other article on which sounds have been recorded for tion. 
the purpose of their being reproduced in connect.ion 
with the exhibition of such film; 

"shipowners' letters" means any letters of the owners, 
charterers or consignees of vessels inward and outward 
bound, and of tbe owners, consignees or shippers of 
goods on board those vessels ; and " wireless trans­
mitting apparatus" means apparatus for making com­
munications by means of wireless telegraphy, wireless 
telephony or wireless television . 
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3. The Governor may appoint censors and such number of
assistant and<- deputy assists1nt censors ae he shall think fit for the 
purpose of exercisingJcontrol of and .(iealing with cinematograph 
films, broadcasting matter, shipowners' letters and non-postal written
communications. '· 

4. After the appoiut�ent of a censor of cinema,tograph films it
shall be unlawful for any person to exhibit or to cause to be 
exhibited to the public or to any section of the public any cinemato­
graph film unless such film bns been itpproved for exhibition by the 
censor or an assistant censor. 

5. (n) After the appointment of a censor of broadcasting matter
it sh,111 be unlawful for any person to broadcast or to caase to be 
broadcasted or to permit any other person to broadcast through any 
wireless transmitting apparatus any communication or other matter 
whatsoever unless such communication or other matter has been 
approved for broadcasting by the censor or an aseistant censor : 

Provided that the censor or an assistant cenRor may give his 
approval generally in respect of any specified classes of communica­
tions or other mntters. 

(b) Any a,pproval given generally under pa,ragraph (a) of this
re�ulntion may at any time be withclrawn. 

6. After the a,ppointmcnt of a censor of shipowners' letters-it
shall be unh1 wfnl for :my person to deliver or to cause to be delivered 
1:o any person in the Colony any shipowners' letters coming from 
out of the Colony or to Kend or attempt to send any shipowners' 
letters out of the Colony nnless they have been passed and inititilled 
by the censor or an :.issisbnt or deputy assistant censor. 

7. After the appointment of a censor of postal matter under any
enactment or regulation for the time being in force it shall be 
unlawful for :my person to send take or attempt to send or take 
out of the Colony or bring or attempt to bring into tbe Colony or, 
having been brought into the Colony, to receive any letter (other 
than a shipowners' letter) or other written communication except 
through the post. 

8. Any person who contravenes any of the provisions of these
'lleo·ulat10ns sh111l on summary com·iction he liable to a fine not
ex;'eeding horn hundred and fifty dollars. •
