(2) Delivery of telegrams received at Stations of the Inland Radio Telegraph
System is effected free by the first opportunity, but senders may prepay the cost 
of special delivery if such can be effected. The cost of special delivery can only 
be obtained from the office of destination and will vary according to circum­
stances. No charge will be made for obtaining this information. 

(3) Urgent telegrams cannot be accepted for transmission over the Inland
Radio Telegraph System. 

(4) For the purpose of assessment of charges on telegrams and delivery of
same, Bartica Radio Station shall be deemed to be an office of the landline system
