1. These Regulations may be cited as the Harbours and Pilotage Shoxt title.

levied and collected during the year 1940, a surtax at the rate of pilotage
fifteen per centum on every such fee : provided that the surtax shall f€es-
not be levied in the case of any vessel while proceeding to or from

the Essequebo River for or with lumber.

3. The surtax imposed by these Regulations shall be paid and the Application
payment thereof may be enforced ag il the surtax were part of the gtt B aipal
fees prescribed by the Principal Regulations. ,egpmatifr;s_
