193L, WITH RESPECT TO THE RENT PAYABLE FOR 
CONCESSIONS AND LEASES AND THE ROYALTY 
.PAYABLE ON PRECIOUS STONES. 
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1. These Regulations may be cited as the i\'liuiug (Amendment) Short title.
Regul.1tions (No. 2) 1938, and shall be read a::; one with the Miuing 
Regubtions, 1931, (hereina,fter referred to as the Princip,t! Regub­
tions) and any Regulations amending the s,une. 

2. The following shall be inserted in the Principu l Hegubtiom; as
Regulation 43A thereof:-
" Hent pn.y- 43A.-(l) \Vhere the coucessiou or lease i:; to mine 
��!���srions. for gold, silver and valuable minemls the rent payable shall 

be at the rate of twenty cents per acre per ,L11uum. 
(2) Where the concession or le.1se is to miue for pre­

cious stone::;, the rent pay,tble shall he at the rate of twenty 
cents per acre per annum. 

(B) Where the concession or tense is to mine for gold,
silver, va,luable minerals ,md precious stones the rent p,1ya­
ble shall be at the rate of forty ceut8 per :1cre per ann um. 

( 4) Where the concession or lease i� to dredge for
gold, silver and valuable minerals the rent payable :-; ha.ti 
he at the rate of ten cents per acre per annum. 

( 5) \\'here the concessiou or len.se i;, to dredge for
gold. silver, ,·aluahle minern ls· and preeiouR stones the 
rent p,1y,1 ble shall be at the rate of tweuty cent:,; per ae; re 
per ,1nnum .. , 
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3. Regulation 127 of the Principal Regulations is hereby revoked
and the following is substituted therefor :-
" Amount of 127 .-(1) The royalty payable on precious stones
���!�?/n (other than on borts and rubbish) shall be at the rate
stones. of fifty cents for ettch carat. 

(2 l The royalty payable 011 borts and rubbish shall be
at the rate of fifteen cents for each carat. 

(:-l) The expression "borts and rubbish" means those
stones (not exceeding ten per centum in any parcel sub­
mitted for payment of royalty) which, in the opinion of
the Commissioner, are unsuitable for gem purposes and
can only be used for industrial pu�·poses."
