UNDER SECTIONS 13 AND 33 OF THE LEGISLATIVE
COUNCIL (ELECTIONS) ORDINANCE, 1945, THE

FOLLOWING REGULATIONS HAVE BEEN MADE

BY THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL:—
