REGULATIONS 
MADE UNDER 

THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL (ELECTIONS) ORDI­
NANCE, 1945: (No. 13 of 1945). 

UNDER SECTION 13 OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL 
(ELECTIONS) ORDINANCE, 1945, THE FOLLOvV· 
ING REGULATIONS HA VE BEEN MADE BY 'rHE 
GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL:-

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Legislative
Council (Elections) (Special Provision) Regulations, 1947, 
and shall be construed with the Legislative Council (Elec­
tions) Regulations, 1945, hereinafter referred to as the 
Principal Regulations, and any Regulations amending the 
same. 

2. 'Anything contained in the Principal Regulations or
in any Regulations amending the same to the contrary not­
"'ithstanding, the following provisions shall apply in relation 
to the first Register of Voters for Electoral District No. 7, 
Georgetown North, to be prepared under the Legislative 
Conncil (Elections) Ordinance, 1945, as amended by any 
snhsequent enactment:-

( a) tlie registering officer of the said electoral district
shall, on the coming into force of these Regula­
tions, cause a list, signed by himself, of those per·
sons whose claims to be registered as voters were,
through inadvertence, not investigated by him under
regulation 8 of the Principal Reg.ulations, to- be
posted up at the office of the District Commissioner,
Georgetown.

( b) the said list shall be in alphabetical order;
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( c) the registering of-ficer shall on or before the 7th day
of June, 1947, comply with regulation 8 of the
Principal Regulations in relation to the claims of
the persons specified in the aforesaid list;

(cl) the registering officer shall on or before the 11th
da.,.,. of .June, 1947

., 
compile and sign a supplemental

list of voters for Electoral District No. 7, George­
town North, containing the name of every person
specified in the list under paragraph (a) of this
regulation whose claim has been allowed by him;

( r.) 1 he rer,dstering officer shall on or before the 11th 
rla:v of Jrine, 19'17, cause a copy of the said supple­
mental list of Yo1"ers. signed by himself, to be posted 
up at the office of the District Commissioner

) 

Georgetown; 
(f) the nf.oresaifl. supplemental list of voters shall

be in alphabetical orrler, and sliall be in Form No. i!
to the Principnl Regulations;

( p:) a notice of objection under regulation 10, and a 
notice of appeal under regulation 11, of the Prin­
cipal Regulations, shall be served on or hefore the 
18th day of June, 1947; 

(h) the reg'istering officer shall on or before the 20th
day of June, 1947

_. 
make and sign a list of all J)er­

sons objected to, and a list of all persons who have
gh-en notice of appeal; :rnd shall cause copies of
those lists to be _posted 11p, on or before the 20th
day of Jnne. 1947. at the office of the District Com­
missioner, Georgetown;

( i) the registering officer shall, on or before the 22nd
day of June, 1947, deliver to the revising officer­
(1) a signed copy of the list under paragraph (a)

of this regulation; 
(2) the supplemental list of voters;
( 3) the list of persons objected to;
( 4) the notir:es of objection;
( 5) the list of persons who have gfren noticr of

appeal;
( 6) Hie notices of appeal;
(7) the claims of all persons whose names appear

in the list under paragraph (a) of this regnla­
tion hut do not appear in the supplemental
list of voters;
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( j) the revising officer shall hold a special revising coutt
between the 29th day of June, 19J7, and the 9th
day of July, 1947, for the purpose of revising the
supplemental list of voters, and of finally settling
and preparing the first Register of Voters for Elec­
toral District No. 7, Georgetown N01·th.

(k) the registering officer may, notwithstanding th3:t no
notice of appeal was served by a person whose
claim to be registered as a voter was disallowed by 
the registering officer, insert in the Register of 
Voters the name of any person appearing in the list
under paragraph (a) of this regulation but not
appearing in the supplemental list of voters under
yaragraph (d) of this regulation, where he is satis­
fied ti.mt the claim of such person to .be registered
should have been allowed by the registering officer.

3. The first Register of Voters to be prepared for Elec·
toral District No. 7, Georgetown Nol'th, shall include the 
11ames of all those persons appeal'ing in the supplemental 
List of Voters as revised by the revising officer.
