THE RIVER NAVIGATION ORDINANCE,
(Chapter 128).

UNDER SECTION 7 OF THE RIVER NAVIGATION
ORDINANCE AS AMENDED BY SECTION 3 OIF THR
RIVER NAVIGATION (AMENXDMENT) ORDINANCE,
1944, THE TFOLLOWING RIEGULATIONS HAVE
BEEN MADE BY THE COMMISSIONER OTFF LANDS
AND MINES WITH THE APPROVAL OTF THE
GOVERNOR IN COTUNCIL.

1. These Regnlations mayv be cited as the River Navi-
eation  (Amendment) TRegnlations, 1947, and shall he con-
strmed  with  the River Navieation TReonlations, 1924,
hereinafter referred to as the Principal Regmlations.
