UNDER SECTION 30 (1) (d) OF THE FACTORIES ORDINANCE,
1947, THE FOLLOWING REGULATIONS HAVE BEEN
MADE BY THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL:—

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Factories (Health
and Welfare) (Amendment) Regulations, 1953, and shall be read
and construed with the Factories (Health and Welfare) Regula-
tions, 1951%, hereinafter referred to as the Principal Regulations,
and any Regulations amending the same.

2. Sub-regulation (2) of Regulation 17 of the Principal
Regulations is hereby amended by the insertion between the word
“register” and the word “in” in the first line thereof of the words
“as in the Schedule to these Regulstions”.

3. The Schedule to these Regulations is hereby inserted as
the Schedule to the Principal Regulations.
