UNDER SECTION 103 OF THE MOTOR VEHICLES AND ROAD
TRAFFIC ORDINANCE, THE FOLLOWING REGULATIONS HAVE
BEEN MADE BY THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL.

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Motor Vehicles and Road
Traffic (Amendment) Regulations, 1956, and shall be construed with the
Motor Vehicles and Road Traffic Regulations, hereinafter referred to as
the Principal Regulations.

2. The following is hereby added to paragraph (1) of regulation 173

of the Principal Regulations —
“Any such sign shall be deemed to be a prescribed trathc sign
within the meaning of section 49 of the Ordinance, notwithstanding

that it is not surmounted by a device as shown in the diagram set out
in the said schedule”.

3. Paragraph (3) of regulation 173 of the Principal Regulations 1s
hereby revoked.
