THE PUBRBLIC FPREFE LIBRARY ORDINANCE,
(Chavpter 160).

UNDIER SICTION 9 OF THE IPUBLIC FREE LIBRARY
ORDINANCE, THE TFOLLOWING RECGULATIONS ITAVE
BELEN MADE RPY THE COMMITTERE AND APPROVIED BY
THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL.

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Public Free
Library (Management and Control) (Amendment) Regulations,
1956, and shall be construed and read as one with the Public
TIfree Lihrary (Management and Control) Regulations, herein-
after referred to as the Princinal Regculations.

2, Regnlation 2 of the Principal Regulations is hereby
amended bv the deletion of the deflinition of “assistant libra-
rian” and the substitution therefor of the following :-—

“ ‘assistant librarvian® mmeans any officer appointed as such

by the Committee and includes anv person appointed to

have charge of a hranch pnblic library;”.

3. Regulation & nf the Principal Regulations is hereby
amended hyv the deletion of naragraph (1) and the substitution
therefor of the following : —
“(1) The library shall be open to the publiec on the
dayvs (other than public helidavs) and at the times sel out
in the schedule tn these Regulations :

Provided that the Coimmittee may in its discretion fix
and from time to time vary as mav be necessary the days
and times during wbhich any branch public libravy shall be
open to the nublic.”

4. Regulation 9 of the Prineinal Regulations is heveby
amended hv the deletion of tlie fuill stop after the word “libra-
rian’ at the end of paragraph (2) and the addition thereto of
the words “‘or an assistant iibrarian.”

5. Regulation 10 (1) of the Principal Regulations i3 here-
by amended bv the insertion after the word “librarian”™ in the
first line of the words “or an assistant lihrarian’.

6. Regulation 22 of the Principal Regulations is hereby
deleted and the following new regulation substituted thervefor-—
“22. (1) Every holder of a horrower’s ticket, and any

other nerson with the psrmission of the libravian, shall
have access to the reference department and may, on appli-
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cation to the assistant librarvian having chargze of goch de-
partment, consull any books on the ULoolkshelves in such
department.

(2) Refore any pnerson receives a bhook in the reference
department, the number and title of the work shall be
entered by the assistant librarian in a record book kept for
that purpose and snch nercon shall sign his name thereto.
(3) Any person who signs the record bhook shall he deemed
to have agreed to comply with these regulations.

(‘1) A person who oblaing a hools for consultation in
the reference department shall not remove sieh book from
the library on any pretext whatsoever and shall retinrn the
boolk to the assistant librurvian whereupon a note of its
return shall be made by the assistant librarvian in the record
hook.”

7. Tegulation 73 of the Principal Regulations is hereby

deleted anfd the following new regulation substituted there-

for :

“23.0 (1) Any person shall have access to the public
reacing room and may read any newspapers, periodicals
or magazines nlaced on the tables and reading desks in the
said reading room.

(2) No person shall. on anyv pretext whatsoever, remove
any newspapers, periodicals. or magazines from the public
reading room.”
