o UNDER SECTION 97 OF THE POST AND TELEGRAPH ORDINANCE, THE
FOLLOWING REGULATIONS HA VE BEEN MADE BY THE DIREC­
TOR OF POSTS AND TELECOMMUNICATIONS WITH THE 
APPROVAL OF THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL:-

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Telephone (Amendment) Regu­
lations, 1960, and shall be construed and read with the Telephone Regulations*, 
hereinafter referred to as the Principal Regulations, and any regulations amending 
the same. 

2. The Principal Regulations are hereby amended by the insertion of the
following after regulation 4 thereof -

"4A. For the purpose of entering into an agreement referred to in 
regulation 4 of these Regulations, the term 'the Director of Posts and Tele­
communications' shall include any other officer of the Posts and Telecom­
munications Department authorised by the Director aforesaid in that behalf."
